Subject: Filling up of 1 vacant post of State Information Commissioner in the
Mabharashtra State Information Commission.

The Government of Maharashtra has constituted the Maharashtra State
Information Commission under the Right to Information Act, 2005 and the
Headquarters of the Commission is situated at Greater Mumbai. The powers and
functions of the State Chief Information Commissioner and the State Information
Commissioners of the Maharashtra State Information Commission are as provided
under the Right to Information Act, 2005. Advertisement is hereby issued for filling
up one vacant post of State Information Commissioner in the Maharashtra State
Information Commission.

2. The Hon’ble Supreme Court in Anjali Bhardwaj vs. Union of India & Others
(Writ Petition-Civil No. 436/2018, Order dated 15.02.2019) has directed that the
eligibility criteria, selection process and procedure for scrutiny of candidates shall be
predetermined and placed in the public domain in order to ensure transparency,
objectivity and merit-based selection in the appointment process of Information
Commissioners. In accordance with the said judicial directions, the Search-cum-
Screening Committee constituted vide Government Resolution dated 7 January
2025, in its meeting held on 24.04.2026, has finalized the terms and conditions for
the posts of State Chief Information Commissioner and State Information
Commissioner and the same have been published vide Government Resolution dated
27 April 2026. Accordingly, applications are invited from interested candidates
fulfilling the following eligibility criteria and conditions for the post of State
Information Commissioner.

3.(A) Basic Eligibility under the Act :-As per the provisions of the Right to
Information Act, the State Information Commissioner:-

(i) shall be a person of eminence in public life with wide knowledge and
experience in law, science and technology, social service, management,
journalism, mass-media or administration and governance.

(ii) shall not be a Member of Parliament or Member of the Legislature of any
State or Union Territory, as the case may be, or hold any other office of
profit or connected with any political party or carrying on any business or
pursuing any profession. It is clarified that cessation/termination of holding
of office of profit, pursuing any profession or carrying any business is a
condition precedent to the appointment of a person as Chief Information
Commissioner.
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(B) Other Terms and Conditions :-Terms and conditions finalized by the Search-
cum-Screening Committee in its meeting held on 24.04.2026 and published vide
Government Resolution dated 27 April 2026:-

(1) Minimum Experience :-The applicant shall have minimum 15 years of
experience in one or more of the aforesaid fields. Preference shall be given to
persons having experience in senior positions in Government, Semi-
Government, Autonomous Institutions, Public Sector, reputed private sector
organizations and social/charitable institutions.

(if) Age Limit :-The applicant shall have attained minimum age of 45 years
and shall not exceed 63 years as on the last date of submission of application.

(i) Educational Qualification :-The applicant shall be at least a graduate in
any discipline.

(iv) Required Competencies :-The applicant shall possess knowledge of the
Right to Information Act and related laws, understanding of quasi-judicial
procedures, commitment towards transparency, accountability and good
governance, administrative leadership and decision-making ability.

(v) Conditions relating to submission of application :-Application shall be
submitted in the prescribed format. Detailed bio-data, experience details and
proof of work/achievements shall be mandatorily enclosed.

(vi) Application Fee :-An application fee of Rs.1000/- shall be payable
along with the application. The fee shall be paid through any of the modes
prescribed for payment of fees under the Right to Information Act and
proof/receipt thereof shall be enclosed with the application.

(vii) Affidavit :-The applicant shall submit an affidavit stating that no
criminal offence has been registered against him/her, no criminal case is
pending and, in case of persons serving in Government/Semi-Government
service, no disciplinary proceedings are pending or contemplated against
him/her.

4, The tenure, salary, allowances and other terms and conditions of service of
the State Information Commissioner shall be governed by the Right to Information
(Term of Office, Salaries, Allowances and Other Terms and Conditions of Service of
the Chief Information Commissioner, Information Commissioners in the Central
Information Commission, and the State Chief Information Commissioner and State
Information Commissioners in the State Information Commission) Rules, 2019
(Government of India Notification dated 24 October 2019).

5. Interested persons fulfilling the eligibility criteria for appointment to the post
of State Information Commissioner shall submit their particulars in Marathi or
English in the prescribed format and annexure enclosed herewith. The application
shall be superscribed on the envelope as “Application for the post of State
Information Commissioner” and sent by post to the Deputy Secretary (Information /
Desk-6), General Administration Department, 19th Floor, New Administrative
Building, Madam Cama Road, Hutatma Rajguru Chowk, Opposite Mantralaya,
Mumbai — 400 032 or delivered by hand on or before 12 June 2026 up to 5.00 p.m.
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6. Persons serving in the State/Central Government or any other organization
shall submit their applications through proper channel (through Administrative
Department / State / Union Territory concerned) before the last date.

7. Important Instructions :-

(i) Detailed bio-data, educational qualification certificates, experience details,
proof of work/achievements, receipt of payment of Rs.1000/- application fee and
affidavit shall be enclosed with the application.

(ii) The application must reach on or before the last date prescribed. Applications
received late shall not be considered.

(iii) Incomplete applications, applications not submitted in prescribed format and
applications without payment of fee shall not be considered.
