The Government of Maharashtra has constituted a body under the
Maharashtra Right to Public Services Act, 2015 known as Maharashtra State
Commission for Right to Public Service to exercise the powers conferred on
and to perform the functions assigned to it under the Act. The head quarter of
this Commission is located in Greater Mumbai. The Commission comprises of
the State Chief Commissioner for Right to Service and six State
Commissioners for Right to Service. The powers and functions of the
Commissioners for Right to Services in the MSCRS are as per Maharashtra
Right to Public Services Act, 2015. ’

NUMBER OF VACANCIES

2. One position of the State Commissioner for Right to Service, Nagpur
and Amravati Division has fallen vacant. Therefore, it is proposed to appoint
against this vacancy.

ELIGIBILITY

3.  Asper article 13 (5) of the Act, the State Commissioner shall be a person
of eminence in public life with wide knowledge and experience in
administration in Government or Public Authority.

Further, as per article 13 (6) of the Act, the State Commissioner shall not
be a Member of Parliament or Member of Legislature of any State or hold any
other office of profit or connected with any political party or carrying on any
business or profession.

It is clarified that cessation/termination of holding of office of profit,
pursuing any profession or carrying any business is a condition precedent to the
appointment of a person as State Commissioner for Right to Service.

TENURE

4.  As per article 14 (1) of the Act, The State Commissioners for Right to
Service shall hold office for a term of five years from the date on which he/she
enters upon his/her office or till he/she attains the age of 65 years whichever is
earlier, and shall not be entitled for re-appointment.




EMOLUMENTS

5. As per article 14 (4) of the Act, the salary and allowances payable to the
State Commissioners for Right to Service shall be the same as that of the Chief
Secretary of the State, subject to adjustment of the pensionary/retirement
benefits availed by him/her, if any. (Present emolument of the State
Commissioners for Right to Services is Rs.2,25,000/- per month.)

PROCEDURE OF SELECTION AND APPOINTMENT
6.  Applications received upto the last date as per this advertisement shall be

‘placed before a Scrutiny Committee duly constituted for this purpose vide

Government Resolution no RTS 1120 / C. R. 55 / 18 (O&M) dated 23rd
October, 2020. The Scrutiny Committee will prepare a panel of short listed
candidates along with the criteria applied and the same shall be notified on the
website at the appropriate time.

7.  The short listed panel shall thereafter be placed for final selection
process before the committee constituted as per Section 13(3) of the Act under
the Chairmanship of Hon. Chief Minister.

Upon receipt of such recommendations from the Committee, Hon’ble
Governor of Maharashira shall appoint State Commissioner for Right to
Service.
