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Introductory

The Land Records Department is one of the Department under the Revenue and Forest Department of Maharashtra
Government. The Land Records Department is headed by Settlement Commissioner and Director of Land Records,
Maharashtra. He Exercises control over the administrtion and field operations of the Department. The Department
was restructured up to taluka level vide Revenue and Forest Department, GR. No. Asthapana-1093/Pra. Kra-19/L-1,
dated 18-8-1994 and is implemented w.e.f. 1/10/1994. Different activities of the Department are controlled and co-
ordinated at the Head Quarter level with the assistance of (i) Additional Settlement Commissioner and Additional
Director of Land Records (i) DDLR (Survey) (i) DDLR (City Survey) & (iv) DDLR (Consolidation). (v) one post of Deputy
Collector as State Co-ordinator E-Ferfar is created vide Revenue and Forest Department GR No. EST-2018/Pra. Kra.
126/E-8, dated 8-9-2020. They are assisted by 21 Class-Il Gazetted Officers as Office Superintendent and One
Accounts Officer from Treasury Cadre.

At the regional level there are six Deputy Directors of Land Records with Head Quarters at Mumbai, Nashik,
Pune, Aurangabad, Amravati and Nagpur. The Regional Deputy Directors of Land Records are responsible for proper
co-ordination and administration of all activities of the Land Records Department in their region and dealing with Powers
of SC & DLR except those which are specifically reserved by the Settlement Commissioner and Director of Land
Records, Maharashtra.

The functions of the Land Records Department are to collect and provide statistics necessary for the sound
administration of all matters related with land. The maps and other records prepared after Survey by this
Department are used to reduce the Cost and simplify litigations in Revenue and Civil Courts. The Record prepared on
the basis of Survey, protects the rights of the individual land holder. The Department is also responsible for,
(i) conducting all the periodical revenue settlement operations in the State and to levy, revise the assessment over
individual land parcel, (ii) training the Revenue Officers in Survey and settlement matters and the last but not the least,
(iii) Implementation of Bombay Prevention of Fragmentation and Consolidation of Holdings Act, 1947.

The survey records prepared by the Department provide essential data for Revenue Administration of the whole
State and help to prepare various development plans taken up by the different departments. The records so prepared
and maintained up-to-date by incorporating the changes which have taken place from time to time. It also organises
and carries out survey of Gaothans and cities on an extensive scale and arrange for the proper maintenance of the
records so prepared. It also undertakes special survey:

(i) Various land acquisition activities;
(i) Onapplication, confirmation of boundary between two private individual Land, and
(i) Public bodies or Government Departments.

The department provides copies of village maps, other maps and extracts from the other records to individuals and
to various Departments for Administrative purpose. In brief, the department supplies basic data vital for sound land
Revenue Administration and for undertaking agrarian land reforms. Thus, the department is closely related with the
Revenue Administration.

The Central Government’s Digital India Land Records Modernization Programme (DILRMP) inplemented by Land
Records Department in the State. Under this programme, the computerization of land records and various village forms
is being carried out.

In this document, an attempt has been made to introduce the performance budget of the Land Records
Department which involves identification of the programmes and activities of the Department in relation to the given
functions. The basic criteria are, such Programmes are included for which funds are specifically asked for by the
department. In entire budget grants controlled by the Land Records Department has therefore, been accounted for
and exhibited here.

On the basis of an analysis of the activities performed by the Land Records Department, the following programmes
has been identified.

(i) Surveyand Settlement Operations,
(i) Land Records, and

(i) Consolidation of Holdings.
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OVERALL PERFORMANCE

The performance budget document may not and cannot be perfect in all aspects in the initial attempt, the updations/
improvements can be made on the basis of experience gained. The programme formats have been suitabley modified
wherever necessary and incorporated in the performance budget on the basis of norms, standards, targets fixed for
various item of work.

(A) As mentioned in the introduction, it is difficult to narrate all the Functions of Land Records Department. But,
the schemes from which the income/revenue is delivered to Government, the details of such schemes are given
below :—

(1) Pot-Hissa measurement,

(2) Gaothan Survey

(3) City / Town Survey (For extended Area)

(4) City Survey Records (Maintenance of City Survey records),

(5) Taluka Land Records (Maintenance of Agriculture Land Records),
(6) Consolidation of Holdings,

(7) Training Institute.

(1) All types of Revenue Receipts :

1. Theupdated land records are kept and maintained village wise in the office of Deputy Superintendent of Land
Records (Dy. SLR)/ City Survey Office. with the help of this record, the work of measurement and boundary
fixation is carried out.

2. Therevenue is received under Account Head
a. “0029 Land Revenue”. .—Measurement Fees & Copying Fee efc. in Survey area (Rural area) and
b. “0506 Land Reform”. :—Measurement Fees & Copying Fee efc. in City Survey area (Urban area)

The details of revenue received in the year 2024-25 and the probable revenue for the year 2025-26 is attached
herewith on page No. (2)

(2) Consolidation of Holdlings:

The copies of the records of Consolidation Scheme are provided to the applicants on demand, from which the
revenue is received as copying fees.

(3) Training Academy :

Land Records Training Institute started on 1-9-1985 at Aurangabad to impart the Department’s Training to newly
joined employees with regards to department’s work and rules, so as to improve the standard of work and ultimately to
improve the standard in the administrative work. The institute is renamed as “Land Record Prashikshan Probodhini” in
2011. Itis compulsory for every employee to get the Post Recruitment Training (PRT) and to pass the PRT examination.
Till November 2025 nearly 7496 employees are trained in Land Record Training Academy and about 31,297 employees
are trained under various courses.

Government of Maharashtra had given sanction to establish a new training school at Mulshi taluka of Pune district
vide GR No. Astha 2012-267-Pra,Kra46-E, dated 5-2-2013 to provide the technical training to department’s employees.

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1. Survey and Settlement Work

(One) Introductory

(1.1) Survey :—

This department deals with Survey and Classification of Agricultural Lands for the purpose of Land Revenue
Settlement, Records of Right, etc; Similarly, it undertakes survey of Non-agricultural lands in cities and Gaothan
areas various types of survey operations such as original survey, revision survey, pot-hissa survey and survey of
Gaothan areas and cities efc; are undertaken by Land Records Department.

(1.2) Settlement :

This periodical revenue settlement of agricultural lands is undertaken under the provisions of the Maharashtra
Land Revenue Code, 1966 with a view to fix the land revenue assessment of individual holding. This assessment is
fixed taking into Consideration the productive capacity of the individual land holding by carrying out classification value
of land and considering other advantages and disadvantages in the tract.  The unit for such settlement was considered
as taluka in the past but subsequently homogeneous tract is considered as unit and the principles of settlement are
also modified to some extent under the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966. The assessment is fixed to guarantee
usually for 30 years. The settlement periods in respect of most of the talukas in the state have, however, expired and
they are therefore, due for undertaking fresh revision settlement. but the old Settlements are continued at present.
Government can direct fresh settlement under Section 92 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966 atanytime. Vide
G. R. No., dated 6-10-2015 of Revenue and Forest Deptt., the Govt. has given sanction to carry out the resurvey of
agricultural lands in state. However the issues related with Resurvey has been submitted to Government of Maharashtra.

Measurement and Settlement is an important programme of land records department. Three types of work are
under way in this programme.

C-1  settlement

C-2 Pot-Hissa Measurement

C-3 Recoverable City and Gaothan Survey.
C-1. Settlement :

In the Land Records Department the Head Quarter, headed by the Settlement Commissioner and Director of Land
Records. Maharashtra is working for the purpose of direction and supervision of various activities of this department.
He functions as a head of the Department and exercises control over the administration of the department. He is
assisted by Additional Settlement Commissioner and additional Director of Land Records and four DDLRs. Theyare
assisted by 21 Gazetted Class-IlI Officer, as office Superintendent and 1 Account Officer of Treasury Cadre.

At the region level there are 6 Deputy Director of Land Records with Headquarters at Mumbai, Nashik,
Amravati, Pune, Aurangabad and Nagpur. The Regional Deputy Director of Land Records are responsible for proper
co-ordination and administration of all activities of the Land Records Department in their regions, exceeding those
which are specifically reserved by the Settlement Commissioner and Director of Land Records, Maharashtra.

C-2. Pot-Hissa Measurement:

The sub-division of Survey Number and its further subsegent divisions are required to be mesured and mapped to
bring the survey records and records of rights up-to-date. The pot-hissa measurement is carried out under Section 87
of Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966 and the cost of such measurement is recovered from the respective Land
holders in the form of pot-hissa measurement fees.

C-3. Recoverable City And Gaothan Survey :

At the time of original survey of agricultural land, the areas under gaothan sites in villages and cities were left
unsurveyed. No records of rights showing the title and maps were available with a view to prepare such records and to
facilitate operations of development plans, Survey of gaothan sites of villages and cities are taken up under the
provisions of Sections 79 and 126 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966. City Survey operations is in progress
in 5633 villages during the year 2022-2023. Even though the entire cost of such surveys is initially borne by the
Government, it is recoverable in the form of Sanad Fees from the land holders.

The important activity of original survey and classification in respect of all the villages have already been com-
pleted and if Government directs re-survey of lands, this activity will have to be undertaken by the Department in addition
to above 3 activities. At present works of this type are being entrusted to staff doing maintenance of Land Records
and due to such work load, nothing regarding this activity is furnished in this document.
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(Two) Programme Work load Summary and Explanation of Financial Requirement.

2.1-Programme of Inspections :

(1) The Settlement Commissioner and Director of Land Records, functions as the head of the department. There
are in all six offices of the divisional head of the Department headed by the Deputy Director of Land Records. As
per Govt. circular G. A. D. No. Inspection 1085-57-18. (Ra. Va. Ka.) dated 26" April, 1985, the head of the department
has to inspect all the offices of the regional head of the department. Accordingly the Settlement Commissioner and
Director of Land Records is completing the inspection work of all the offices of the Deputy Director of Land Records
every year.

(2) The Deputy Director of Land Records, Pune, Mumbai, Nasik, Aurangabad , Amravati and Nagpur function as
regional head of the department. As per Settlement Commissioner and Director of Land Records, Maharashtra
Circular No. Admin-611-E-47, dated 21 April, 1977, The Deputy Director of Land Records are to inspect the offices of
DSLRs in their reagon every year and DSLR are to inspect the all offices of Dy. SLR on their region once in 4 years.

(Four) Recoverable City and Gaothan Survey :

A. Gaothan Survey : In the year 1964, the Government has started the scheme of Gaothan Measurment in all
the villages of the State. Under this scheme, the recovery of measurement expenditure is recovered from land holders
in the form of Sanad Fee. Presently, this scheme is limited to the measurement of village having Population of more
than 2000. But now, as per the GR of Ministry of Rural Development, No. sankirna-2018/Pra. Kra. 13/Ma. Tan. Ka.,
dated 22-02-2019, the Government has started the Gaothan Survey of unserveyed Gaothan sites as per 2019. with the
help of Survey of India exempting the criteria of less than 2000 population villages within 3 years. For fastimplementation
of this scheme, the images are taken by Drones and the Soft ware is developed. For this, 20 Offices of Special Deputy
Superintendent of Land Records are working and also the same work will be carried out by the offices of the Deputy
Superintendent of land Records.

B—City Survey.— This survey is taken up in the Municipal Towns. Normally this work is taken up after the
Municipality deposits the entire estimated cost of survey in advance. The object of this survey is to prepare maps and
record of rights of the individual properties. This survey also facilitates levy of Non-agricultural assessment on lands
used for Non-agricultural purpose. It also helps to prepare development plans in developing cities. The expenditure
incurred on this scheme is recovered by levying of Sanad Fees on Property holders.

2. LAND RECORDS:
(One) Introductory :—

After completion of programme of survey and settlement operations the Records of Agricultural Land are arranged
villagewise, talukawise in each district. In respect of cities, villages site survey, after completion of survey and enquiry
work the records are arranged and preserved for each city village. These survey records are maintained up-to-date by
incorporating subsequent changes occuring due to inheritance, sale of lands, acquisition and conversion of agricultural
lands, non-agricultural lands etc; This programme is known as land records programme and it consists of two
activities:—

(1) Records of City Survey :— Maintenance of City Survey/Gaothan Survey. The measurement work other than
Municipal Corporation, Zilla Parishad and Municipal Council areas are handed over to Deputy Superintendent of Land
Records since 01-10-1994.

(2) Survey records :(— Maintenance of agricultural land survey.—The work of Maintenance of Agricultural land
survey is carried out by Deputy Superintendent of land Records since 01-10-1994.

Work regarding maintenance of City Survey Records is looked after by Maintenance Surveyor under the
supervision of City Survey Officer.

The Survey related records, their updation and maintenance work at taluka level is done by Deputy Superinten-
dent of Land Records with the help his office Staff.

(2.2) Survey lands records :

(a) Maintenance of survey records of agricultural lands :(—

The updated survey records are kept village-wise and taluka-wise in the office of Deputy Superintendent of Land
Records Office at taluka level. Applications for confirmation of boundaries are accepted under Section 136 of Land
Revenue Code 1966 and on the basis of original records the boundaries are confirmed. Court commission cases,
ordered by the Court. And Non Agrigultural measurement are done as per the Revenue Authorities orders.

Land Records Training Academy, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar is conducting various types of training courses, i.e.
Post Recruitment Training, Land Rrcord Qualifying Examinating Training, Class 3 (Grade 2 & Head quarter Asst./
Shirestedar) training, Class 3 grade 3 (Nimtandar/Maintenance Surveyor Thedolite Surveyor) training, Class 3 grade 4
(Clerk/Surveyor) training classes for Instructors of Training Academy, training for Probationer Dy. Superintendent of
Land Records, Dy. Superintendent of Land Records/Special Dy. Superintendent of Land Records /City Survey Officers
training by arranging lectures of District Superintendent of Land Records/ Dy. Director of Land Records/Settlement
Commissioner Employees/ Officers are being training at this Land Records Training Academy.

As per the above information Officers and Employees have been taken benefits of training courses conducted by
Academy in this year. In the year 2020-21, mainly Post-Recruitment Training, E. T. S. Machine, GNNS Rovers &
Vocational Training for Group-D has been imparted. Permanent Establishment of Training Academy.

Land Records Training Academy been established on 15t Sept. 1985 at Aurangabad. The main purpose of
establishing this Academy is to train the newly recruited employees in Government with giving knowledge of various
type of departmental work, related rules and laws, to improve the quality of their work. Each employee appointed newly
or promoted from class 4 to class 3 in Land Record Department has to take Post-Recruitment Training compulsory.
Itis also compulsory for them to pass the Post-Recruitment Examination at the end of training session. Till date the 127
batches of Post-Recruitment training conducted successfully and about 8256 employees has given the Post-
Recruitment Training.

4. Consolidation of land Holdings
Introduction :

The scheme for consolidation of Agricultural land of State was undertaken under the provisions of The Bombay
Prevention of Fragmentation and Consolidation of Holdings Act, 1947. The first part of the Act is about Prevention of
Fragmentation of Land Holdings. It includes restrictions on alienation and sub-division of consolidated holding and the
amalgamation and where necessary the redistribution of holding or portions of holdings in any village, Mahal, Taluka or
any part thereof so as to reduce the number of plots in holdings. This Act has been enacted in Western Maharashtra
since 1948. A standard area has already been set up for the different classes of land and the work of registering the
same in the record of rights has also been completed. The revenue department has implemented the Act at the village
level. The details are as follows :—

1. As per the Revenue and Forest Department, ministry’s Resolution No. 1092/CR8006/L-1, dated 04-01-1993
the stay has been given for implementation of the Bombay Prevention of Fragmentation and Consolldat|on of Holdings
Act, 1947 in Maharashtra.

2. The Maharashtra Government has dismissed the Employees appointed independently for the purpose of
consolidation scheme from 01-10-1994.

3. After the date of 04-01-1993, new villages have not been, undertaken for the purpose of consolidation Scheme.
However, as per the Memorandum issued on 08-08-1995 by Revenue and Forest Department the approval had been
given to complete the work of remaining incomplete villages selected before the resolution dated 04-01-1993 and carry
out the necessary work thereoff.

5. Hilly Region Development Programme :—

As per Planning Department of Government of Maharashtra G. R. No. H.R.D.P. 1094 Pra. Kra. 36 ka-1455, dated
29-3-1995, the decision regarding declaration for new hilly area and the related policy matters, need to be taken from
the Director, Maharashtra Remote Sensing and Application Center, Nagpur only. Due to this the reports regarding the
same cannot be submitted by this Department.
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6. Digital India Land Records Modernization Programme (DILRMP) :

Digital India Land Records Modernization Programme (DILRMP) is an integrated programme for modernization
and management of land records. It has been initiated by Department of Land Resorces (DoLR), Government of India in
2008 and is named as “E-Dharti’'DILRMP. In the State, the scheme is implemented as ‘E-Mahabhoomi'. For effective
implementation of scheme, “E-Mahabhumi Project Management Unit” in the form of Society, is set up vide Revenue
and Forest Department’'s GR dated 20-3-2012. E- Mahabhoomi is looking after the detailed implementation of all
components DILRMP Project in the State.

The main objective of DILRMP is to implement the Guranteed Conclusive title to immovable properties. The
following are the main components of DILRMP.

1. e-Nakasha : Digitization of Cadastral Maps.

The Government of Maharashtra has given sanction to digitize-all types of Cadastral Maps in the entire State vide
G.R. No. Sankirna 1011/2103/Pra.Kra.618/L-1, Dated 6-10-2015. In the first phase, 6 districts viz. Pune, Raigad,
Nashik, Aurangabad, Amravati and Nagpur were taken up. The work of digitization of cadstral maps of six districts is
now completed.

The digital signing of maps is in progress, after that those maps will be made available in public domain. The
digirization of remaining 28 districts will be taken up and the work is assigned to M/S Bharat Electronics Ltd. Banglore.
Accordingly from 1stDecember, 2022 the work is started. And is planned to be completed in December, 2024.

2. e-mutation : Online Mutation :

From 15t April, 2015 Implementations of Online Mutation started in entire state. E-mutation application ensures
that as soon as there is registration of document resulting into change of ownership of land, process of mutation is
initiated online. In this Process all the steps starting from entry into mutation register to correction of ROR is made
online. To accomplish this 2.60 Crore by his Computerized 7/12 data is uploaded on cloud as per Government Cloud
Policy. This data is being used by Talathi and Circle Officers for online mutation. 2.28 Crore online mutation have been
registered by the end of Oct., 2023 also Digitally signed Computerized 7/12 is made available on Public Domain with
online payment facility.

3. e-Nakasha : Digitization of Cadstral Maps.

The Government of Maharashtra as given sanciton to digitize all types of Cadstral Maps in the entire State vide GR
No. Sankirna 1011/2103/Pra.Kra.618/L.-1, Dated 6/10/2025. In the First phase, 6 districtis viz. Pune, Raigad, Nashik,
Aurangabad, Amravati and Nagpur were taken up. The work of digitization of cadstral maps of six district is now
completed.

The digital signing of maps is in progress, after that those maps will be made available in public domain. The
digitization of remaining 28 districts will be taken up and the work is assigned to M/S Bharat Electronics Ltd. Banglore.
Accordingly from 1%t December, 2022 the work is started and is planned to be completed in 315t December, 2025.

3. e-Resurvey : Resurvey Modern Technology.

The Government of Maharashtra had given sanciton to carry out the resurvey in six districts, Viz., Pune, Raigad,
Nashik, Aurangabad, Amravati and Nagpur in phase 1 Vide GR dated 6-10-2015. As per Directions, Government of India
letter F. No. 2812/34/2016-L.R.D, dated 8-12-2016 to “ carry out record or survey operation from DILRMP funds only
when ROR or field book or Map are not available.” As Maharashtra has Field Measurement Books. Maharashtra has
not undertaken resurvey activity. Updation or or RoRs and Cadastral maps is in progress.

4. e-Records : Scanning of old Records and Creation of Modern Record Rooms.
4.1 Scanning of Old Records.

The pilot project of scanning old records was implemented in the office of Tehsildar, Mulshi, Haveli and Deputy
Superintendent of Land Records, Mulshi, Haveli, Pune District. The Land Records Department and Revenue Depart-
ment have a large number of old records, which are worn out and torn due to daily use, Therefore, it has become
necessary to scan all these records and preserve them in digital form. Digital records will enable citizens to receive
better and timely services. For this purpose, modern computers, UPS and Multifunctional printers have been provided
to the record rooms of tehsil and land record offices. The number of old records to be scanned in the state is
34.35 crores, and the work of scanning records is being done through three private agencies from August 2014. as of
today, out of a total of 34.35 crore pages, 30.83 crore pages have been scanned. Out of these, 22.88 crore record pages
have been uploaded to the Mahabhumi portal.
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Out of 35 Districts, 32 Districts, including Sangli, Satara, Solapur, Kolhapur, Ratnagiri, Raigad, Thane, Palghar,
Mumbai Suburban, Jalgaon, Nandurbar, Gadchiroli, Chandrapur, Latur, Nagpur, Amravati, Akola, Yavatmal, Washim,
Ahilya Nagar, Dhule, Nashik, Bhandara, Gondia, Hingoli, Jalna, Nanded, Sindhudurg, Sambhajinagar, Wardha, Parbhani
and Dharashiv have completed the work. The Scanning work of the remaining three Districts (Beed, Buldhana and
Pune) is in its final stage.

Out of the Districts where scanning work is complete, 23 Districs, including Raigad, Thane, Palghar, Mumbai
Suburban, Nandurbar, Gadchiroli, Chandrapur, Latur, Amravati, Akola, Yavatmal, Washim, Ahilya Nagar, Dhule, Nashik,
Gondia, Satara, Solapur, Jalgaon, Hingoli, Jalna, Wardha and Dharashiv have uploaded their complete data and 10
Districts, including Ch. Sambhaji Nagar, Parbhani, Sangli, Kolhapur, Ratnagiri, Nanded, Nagpur, Sindhudurg, Buldhana
and Pune have uploaded partial data on the website http:mahabhumi.gov.in/e-search. This uploaded data is available
for Citizens to view on aapleabhilekh.gov.in website for free. Additionally, the paid service is available to Citizens on the
same website where they can download digitally signed old records.

4.2 Installation of Compactors in Modern Rooms

Under the Digital India Land Records Modernization Programme (DILRMP), the component of establishing
modern land record rooms includes the installation of compactors in the record rooms of all Tehsil offices and
Sub-Deputy Superintendent of Land Records offices in the state. Funds for this work were made available as per the
Government Resolution date 30/03/2027 Accordingly, as of taday, out of a total of 740 offices, compactors have been
installed in 521 offices. In 103 offices, compactors had already been installed earlier under other schemes. Due to
reasons such as insufficient ceiling height, the record room being located on the first or second floor or the office being
situated in a rented building, compactors have not been installed in 116 offices. Details are as follows :

Out of the above 116 remaining offices, after a fresh review, apporaval for installing compactors in the record rooms
of 35 new offices, as per the demand, has been granted in the meeting of the Regulatory Board held on 17/02/2025,
chaired by the Hon’ble Additional Chief Secretary, Revenue Department, Mantralaya.

An e-tender was published on Maha Tender on 16/10/2025, with extensions granted from time to time, the tender
was opened on 02/12/2025, in which four agencies submitted their participation. Accordingly, the tender process is
currently under progess.

5. e-Bhulekh : Single window interface for public.

e-Bhulekh is one of the most unique applications developed by NIC under the guidance of Settlement
Commissioner & Director of Land Records, Maharashtra State for providing all land records data since 1880 through one
application. It will allow citizens to trace history of their land parcel (textual as well as spatial data) and view all such
records. It will also help other government departments to access land records data for official purposes. The data is
available on https:mahabhumi.gov.in.

Apart from the DILRMP Components, e-Mahabhoomi has also introduced 2 new projects under its umbrella in
Maharashtra State. They are as follows :—

6. e-Mojni : Version 2.0-
E-Mojani Version 2.0 has been developed for the Land Records Department to resolve the Mojani cases of
citizens by rapid way.

In E-Mojani Version 2.0 citizens have been provided with infromation about filling the Mojani application, paying
the fee, each step of the Mojani application will be available through SMS and the Mojani notice will be given online.
Mojani map with G.I.S. Coordinates and digital signature will be provided along with other facilities.

In the first phase, The e-Mojani Version 2.0 has been implemented in two districts of Washim and Nandurbar from
May 2023, i.e., seven talukas each, i.e., a total of 14 talukas, and one taluka each in the other 32 districts, i.e., 32
talukas, from August 7, 2023.
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In the second phase, it was implemented in 64 talukas, i.e., two talukas wach in the 32 districts, from Jaunuary
16, 2024. Similarly, the e-Mojani Version 2.0 has been implemented in the enitre 14 districts and three talukas each in
the remaining 18 districts, i.e., a total of 129 talukas, from April 15, 2024.

In the fourth Phase, e-Mojani Version 2.0 has been implemented in 103 talukas out of the remainig 116 talukas,
from September 1, 2024. The e-Mojani Version 2.0 has been implemented in the remaining 13 talukas from December,
1,2024. However, the GIS based e-Survey Version 2.0 has been implemented in all the city survey offices of Maharashtra
and 353 talukas except Jiwati Taluka of Chandrapur district of Nagpur Division.

Also, the e-Mojani Version 2.0 has implemented in 30 city survey offcies in the state from 22/09/2025 and the
e-Mojani Version 2.0 has been implemented in the offices for the Naina 1 and Naina 2 Projects in the state from
10/11/2025.

7. e-Chawadi : Computerization of Talathi’s portfolios.

To bring consistency and regularity in the work of the Talathi’s, it was decided to computerize the Talathi’s portfolio
(Village sample No. 1 to 21 held by the Talathi’s). by Implementing the e-Chawadi Pranali across the State, the recovery
work of 30,719 out of 44,299 villages was started.

8. Maharajsva abhiyan for the Year 2025-2026

1. As per the directions of the Government of Maharashtra, the Seasonal Crop Registration (e-Peek Pahani)
Project has been implemented across the entire State from the Kharif 2021 season. Accordingly, from 15th August
2021, real-time crop inspection data is being collected online throughout the State. This project is being implemented
with the objective of empowering farmers to directly record crop inspection entries in Village Form No. 7/12.

As per the directions of the Government of India, to incorporate essential features such as Geo-referencing,
Sahayak login, etc. into the State's e-Peek Pahani Mobile Application, the Digital Crop Survey (DCS) Project has been
implemented as a Pilot Project during the Kharif 2023 to Kharif 2024 season. This project is being executed at the field
level through effective coordination between Revenue officers and staff. To assist farmers in crop registration, Sahayaks
(Assistants) have been appointed in all villages, who provide necessary technical guidance and resolve operational
issues faced by farmers. In cases where farmers are absent or where crop details have not been recorded by the
farmers themselves, the crop registration work is completed through the appointed Sahayak. As per the Government
Resolution (GR) dated 14" October, 2024, it is necessary that at least 60% of the crop registration shall be completed
by the farmers themselves, while the remaining full or partial land area shall be recorded by the Sahayak. All eligible
farmers (Khata Holders) shall be registered on the e-Peek Pahani Mobile Application (DCS), and the details of the crops
standing in their fields shall be uploaded along with geo-tagged photographs (latitude and longitude). In case any
change, correction, or deletion is required in the uploaded crop survey details, a facility to edit or delete the crop entry
within 48 hours has been made available in the mobile application. 100% of the crop entries uploaded by farmers are
reflected in Village Form No. 12 (7/12) after 96 hours.

2 - E-Mutation: Online Mutation : Online mutation has been implemented across the entire state from 1 April,
2015. Under this system, the entire process—from assigning a mutation number to the registered or unregistered
mutation, entering it in the mutation register, issuing the corrected 7/12 extract, and updating the relevant village forms-
has been made fully online.

For this purpose, all 2.60 crore 7/12 extracts in the state have been computerized and their data has been stored
as per the Government's cloud policy. Talathis and Circle Officers across the state are carrying out mutation work
online.

By the end of November 2025, 23002970 crore online mutations have been recorded. Additionally, digitally-
signed computerized 7/12 extracts are available to the public, and an online payment facility has also been provided for
obtaining them.

8.(2) - E - Hakk : For promoting the use of the E-Hakk system (PDE), which has been developed to enable
ordinary landholders to submit online applications directly to the Talathi office for mutation, special efforts should be
made at the taluka and district levels. As far as possible, all types of mutation applications available in the E-Hakk
system should be accepted only through this platform, and orders should be issued within the prescribed time limits.

Similarly, care should be taken to ensure that online applications submitted for correcting errors in the computer-
ized 7/12 extract are not rejected unnecessarily. Information regarding this work will be collected every month through
the prescribed format and reviewed, and based on this, the Collector and the concerned revenue officials will be
evaluated.
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8. (3) - Review of Pending Mutations :

Since itis necessary to dispose of all mutations processed through the e-mutation system within the prescribed
time limit, a monthly review of pending mutations should be conducted at the circle, taluka, sub-division, district, and
divisional levels. Care should be taken to ensure that any uncontested mutation does not remain pending for more than
28 days, and disputed cases (cases with registered complaints) do not remain pending for more than one year.

Information regarding this work will be collected every month through the prescribed format and reviewed, and
based on this, the Collector and the concerned revenue officials will be evaluated.

Declaration 4 by the Sub-Divisional Officer

For ensuring an accurate computerized 7/12. ( land record) database, it is necessary for the Sub- Divisional
Officer to clear all essential reports in the ODC and issue Declaration 4 for every village within their sub-division. This
work must be completed during the 2025-2026 revenue year.

Information related to this task will be collected every month through the prescribed format and reviewed, and
based on this, the Collector and the concerned revenue officials will be evaluated.
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
