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INTRODUCTION

The Registration Department is established for administration of the Registration Act, 1908 (XVI of 1908).
The Inspector General of Registration is Head of the Department Managing Registration in the State.
The principal acts administered by the department are :

e The Registration Act.
e The Stamp Act.
e The Marriage Act.

The department is the 24 highest revenue generating department with this year’s target of
Rs. 70,000 crores.

Within the Registration Act the main function is registration of documents and archival of
documents, valuation and stamp duty collection.

1. The organization chart of the Registration Department is enclosed at the end of chapter. The
Registration Department has the following Offices.—

(A) Inspector General of Registration, 8 Divisional Offices and District Registrars.
(B) Government Photo Registry Office, Pune.
(C) Additional Controller of Stamps, Mumbai.

(A) An independent officer has been posted as Inspector General of Registration. He is the Regis-
trar General of marriages under the Maharashtra Regulation of Marriage Bureaus and Registration of
Marriages Act, 1936 respectively. He is also the Chief Controlling Revenue Authority under the Bombay
Stamp Act, 1958 and Bombay Court Fees Act, 1959 for the whole State of Maharashtra. He exercises
general supervision over Deputy Inspector General’s of Registration; Joint District Registrars and
Sub-Registrars.

The General of Registration reports to the Revenue and Forest Department at Mantralaya.
The organization in the Office of the Inspector General of Registration can be classified as field staff and
office staff. The Inspector General of Registration is assisted by the Deputy Inspector General of Regis-
tration, Account Officer, etc. For the work of valuation, he is assisted by the Joint Director, Deputy
Directors and Asstt. Directors of Town Planning and the ancillary staff under them.

At Division level, the Deputy Inspector General’s Registration are the supervisory and administra-
tive heads.

At District level, the administration of the Department is looked after by the District Registrar.
The Collector is Ex-Office District Registrar. The administration of the Offices at Mumbai and Bandra
are looked after by the JDR & Sub-Registrar /(Gazetted) and respectively. Except in Mumbai, there is a
post of Joint District Registrars as all districts. The posts of Joint District Registrars are created to have
better supervision over the working of the Sub-Registry Offices, to relieve the Collectors of the District
from the Registration work considering their multifarious duties and particularly for the detection of
cases of evasion of stamp duty and Court fees in Government and Private Offices, and for pursuing
recoveries thereof. The Joint District Registrar is declared as Registrar under the Registration Act and
as Collector of Stamps under the Bombay Stamp Act. Administration of Registration Act. In the district
is almost entirely looked after the Joint District Registrars.

(B) The Government Photo Registry Office, Pune headed by the Manager who is assisted by
Assistant Manager and other sectional heads. Some posts are Technical and some are Non-technical.
The details of the above programmes have been given in the Annexed overall performance.

As is inherent to the technique of Performance Budget, each programme has been presented in
four sections. The first section consists of an introduction, the second financial requirements, the
third of programme workload and explanation of financial requirements and the fourth of personal sum-
mary. The second section has been further classified into three parts, viz., activitywise classification
indicates the purpose of expenditure, the objective classification indicates the mode and / or agency
through which the expenditure is incurred and sourcewise classification indicates the Major Head of

Account under which the expenditure is provided for with the authorization of legislature.
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(C) Additional Controller of Stamps heads the Stamp Office at Mumbai. All stamp papers come from
Nasik Security Press. He acts as a Nodal Officer for distribution of stamp papers. Stamp Papers are kept
in double lock. The Stamp Office directly sells stamps through their stamp counters. He also has a
overall control over the distribution & sale of stamp of various types and denominations, by Treasury and
Sub-Treasury Offices throughout Maharashtra.

OVERALL PERFORMANCE :

As mentioned in the introduction, it is difficult to narrate all the functions of Registration Depart-
ment in a small booklet. However, brief information of the schemes which have been dealt with are
given below.—

Stamp Duty-i) The Bombay Stamp Act, 1958 has been amended by the stamp (Amendment)
Act (XXVII of 1985) with effect from 10-12-1985. By this Amendment Act, the Schedule of
Stamp Duty has been completely revised. Provisions have also been introduced to impound
instruments and to deal with under valued instruments to give revisional powers. These
changes have helped to increase the revenue from Stamp Duty.

(ii) ‘In the financial Year, the clause (g) of Section 2 of Maharashtra Stamp Act and the Article
25 (da) of Schedule-I to the Maharashtra Stamp Act have been amended and the order of
company amalgamation etc. made by Company Law Tribunal or Central Government has been
brought in the perview of chargeability of Stamp duty’.

(iii) Government has remitted the stamp duty chargeable under clause (b) of article 25 and
article 34 of the Schedule-I of the said Act on the instruments of Conveyance and Gift, both
without consideration in respect of immovable property for public purpose, executed by any
person in favour of Municipal Corporations, Municipal Councils, Nagar Panchayats, Zilla
Parishads, Panchayat Samittees, Gram Panchayats, Government Special Planning Authori-
ties, Government of Maharashtra undertaking and Corporations and the body owned,
controlled or substantially financed by the State Government.

(iv) Government has remitted the stamp duty chargeable under article 29 of the Schedule-I of
the said Act on the instruments of delivery order in respect of Gold and Silver imported into
the State.

(v) Proviso to Article 5(g-a) (ii) of Maharashtra Stamp Act is follows.—

Provided that, on conveyance of property by the person, under an agreement under this sub-
clause to the subsequent purchaser the duty chargeable for each unit under this sub-clause
shall be adjusted against the duty chargeable under Article 25 (conveyance) after keeping the
balance of one hundred rupees. If such transfer or assignment is made (with in a period of
One Year) from the date of the agreement. If on adjustment, no duty is required to be paid, the
minimum duty for the conveyance shall be rupees one hundred.

The period One Year in above Proviso is extended to Three Years by the Government.

(vi) The Government of Maharashtra, reduced and fixed the stamp duty to the extent of rupees
1000/- (Rupees One Thousand only) as otherwise chargeable under clause (b) of Article 25 of
Schedule-1 appended to the said Act, on the first instrument of transaction between the Land

(xvii) Considering that the Government of Maharashtra, through Government Resolution No.: Stamp-2022/PR No.
93/M-1 (Policy), dated 07 April, 2025, has approved the extension of the "Salokha Scheme" for resolving disputes
among farmers regarding possession and usage of agricultural land, and to promote harmony and goodwill in society:
Under this scheme, if one farmer holds possession of land registered in another farmer's name, and vice versa, then for
the mutual exchange of such agricultural land records, stamp duty of only 1000/- and registration fee of only 1000/- will
be charged. The duration of the "Salokha Scheme" is now extended by two more years, i.e., from 02 January, 2025 to
01 January, 2027, with government approval.

All other terms, conditions, and related provisions mentioned in the earlier Government Resolution dated
03 January, 2023 will remain unchanged.

(2) Valuation—Maharashtra is the only State which has a separate technical wing for the prepa-
ration of ready reckoners. The ready reckoners are prepared scientifically by the team of
Town Planning Department. This team is headed by the Joint Director of Town Planning who
reports to the Inspector General of Registration. In addition there is a separate cell reporting
to the Joint District Registrar. The cell consists of 15t grade Sub-Registrar and a Clerk who
assist the Joint District Registrar in adjudication work. The Joint Director of Town Planning
is assisted by a Deputy Director, Town Planning at Mumbai, and Asstt. Directors of Town
Planning at Pune, Thane, Aurangabad, Nagpur, Nasik and Amravati.

From 2001 onwards ready recknors are prepared CTS numberwise.

As per the revised provision of Section 32 (a) of the Bombay Stamp Act, 1958 all registering
officers are reporting cases of under valued documents to the Collector for fixing up market
value and stamp duty.

(3) Adjudication and Provision Thereunder—Any individual who is not satisfied with the valua-
tion arrived at by the Sub-Registrar’s Office, can file an Appeal with the Joint District Regis-
trar, such adjudication cases are decided by the Joint District Registrar. As per provision of
Section 53 (1) of Bombay Stamp Act, 1958, (Amended 1985) the decision of adjudication given
by Collector under Section 31, can be revised by the Chief Controlling Revenue Authority.

(4) Detection of Evasion of Stamp Duty—Section 68 of the Bombay Stamp Act, 1958 has been
revised with effect from 10-12-1985 and all articles in Schedule “A” of the said Act are within
the scope of said revised Section. This empowers the Collector to sieze, if necessary all or
any of the documents in Schedule-1.

The Joint District Registrar working as Collector of Stamps under the Bombay Stamp Act,
1958, the Indian Stamp Act,1989, the Hyderabad Stamp Act, 1331 (Fasli) and Bombay Court
Fee Act is expected to detect evasion of Stamp Duty in public and Private Sector. He is
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competent to do so under Section 67 & 68 of the Bombay Stamp Act and corresponding
provisions in the Indian Stamp Act. A Target of detection of evasion of Stamp Duty to
the extent of Rs. 10,000 to Rs. 10,00,00,000 has been fixed for each Joint District Registrar
taking into consideration the area of the district, scope for detection and industrialization of the
area.

Target of visiting at least 5 Institutions, Factories, etc. per month is fixed for each Joint
District Registrars, with a view to detect evasion of Stamp Duty.

Nature of work for Private Agencies—
e-Governance and Public Oriented Initiatives of Department.
1. i-SARITA—A web based application for Document Registration.

Since, 2002 department is using computerized system for document registration. Department
has developed web based i-SARITA application considering the technology updates in the IT Sector. The
application is hoisted on Department’s Central server which is in State Data Centre, Mumbai. All the
computers installed in various Sub-Registrar Offices across the State are being connected to the
Central Server through MPLS VPN connectivity. From Central Server Input module, registration
module and scanning module of i-SARITA are accessed for registering documents and data entered for
registration, is stored in Central Database. After fulfillment of all technical and administrative
criteria, i-SARITA was implemented from 11% July, 2012.

Availability of the application and the data, enables realtime technical support, disaster recovery,
upgradation of the application and installation of patches. Obtaining various reports/MIS as well as
giving instructions online can also possible. It is also helpful for Sub-Registrar to verify the genuine-
ness of the document to prevent the frauds. Integration of GRAS with i-SARITA is beneficial for public
to make all types of payment online at a singale and it is beneficial for Sub-Registrar to confirm the
payment made by party. Prior toi-SARITA, party has to bring two copies of documents of which one copy
with paging and stamps on it, is preserved as office record. It leads to increase in records. But now in
i-SARITA, party brings only original document. After registration, back to back thumbnail print of
scanned image in duplicate has been taken. One print is preserved in the office and another print is
handed over to party with original document. As a result, Sub-Registrar Offices become more
spacious. Less back office work increased the staff efficiency and the final output is transparent and
public oriented registration process.

For i-SARITA Department provided necessary hardware and application software to all offices. Till
11-07-2015, the management of i-SARITA in Sub-Registrar offices i. e. Provide MPLS VPN connectivity
and consumables; maintaining the connectivity, hardware and software was outsourced and divisionwise
private partners re-appointed by following tender process. From 12-07-2015 department take over the
management of i-SARITA in Sub Registrar offices which includes provision of connectivity, consumables
and maintenance of hardware, connectivity etc.

2. e-Search—Before entering into transaction of any property or giving loan against the property
one has to examine or verify the title of the property. One mode of verification is Inspection of Index-II
of documents registered in the Sub Registrar Office. As per Section 57 of the Registration Act, 1908 it is
the duty of the Sub Registrar to provide the record for Inspection on demand. A facility to take a search
of Index-II record through internet is made available to citizens. It can be accessed by clicking “ online
facility ” option of department’s website igrmaharashtra.gov.in. This will save the time and energy of
public as well as reduce the crowd in the Sub-Registrar Office.

e-Search provides real time metadata and scanned copies of registered documents for the period
July, 2012 onwards. Documents registered upto last minute can be viewed through e-Search real
time. This service is the first of its kind in the country. The Data of property transaction documents
from the year1985 till date has been uploaded to the central server. This data has been made available
through both free and paid services of the department. Free and Payment based services are available
on internet. Free service is mostly used by citizens to search their individual property related
document. Payment based service is largely used by advocates who make the search on behalf of the
parties. Integrated with GRAS, Government Receipt Accounting System for e-Payment verification
and defacement.

Elastic Search (beta version) is made available by the department. It presents several property
records faster than the previous edition.

3. e-ASR—BYy using e-ASR (Electronic Annual Statement of Rates) citizens can check Annual
Statement of Rates online. By putting property details like district, village, survey/Gat No., etc,
citizens can get the unit using unit rate, citizen can calculate value of property. Valuation has to be
done as per the valuation rules provided on e-ASR site. Stamp Duty is payable on the market value of

property or consideration value whichever is higher. Annual Statement of Rates are available in
English as well as in Marathi Language.

Residents can view their property’s rates in the market value table by using the e-ASR 2.0 portal.
Results are displayed by this application more quickly than in previous versions.

4. e-Step In—A facility to reserve time slot for registration through internet. Citizens can book
suitable day and time as well as office (where concurrent jurisdiction is applicable) for their
registration. This eliminated citizens waiting in Sub-Registrar Offices. This facility is available for
all offices across the State.

5. Public Data Entry—In registration process Data Entry is very time consuming. Therefore,
the public data entry module is made available on department’s website. From where registering party
can make data entry himself and come with system generated unique data entry number for
registration. Just entering the unique data entry number, system displays all the data entered by
party. Use of this facility ensures more accuracy in data as well as reduces the crowd in the
Sub-Registrar Office.

6. e-Payment (Online payment of Stamp Duty & Registration Fees)—The registration of
document is accompanied with payment of Stamp Duty and Registration Fees. These payments can be
made through Government Receipt Accounting System (GRAS) using one of the two options—(i) Online
Payment through internet Banking & Debit Cards, and (ii) Over The Counter (OTC) Payment at
designated Bank Branches. Process is very simple. Citizen has to visit GRAS website, Select Mode
(Online/OTC) of Payment, enter details and generate e-challan. If online payment option is chosen,
payment has to be done electronically. If OTC payment option is chosen, e-challan has to be printed and
taken to designated bank branches for making payment. This challan has to be attached on the first
page of the document. Genuineness of payment made through e-Payment is verified before acceptance
at Sub-Registrar Offices and other offices of the Department.

7. e-SBTR—Another mode of e-payment made available to citizen is eSBTR. Today, existing popu-
lar modes of Stamp Duty payment are Stamp Paper, Franking, eChallan etc. and of Registration Fees are
collected DD or Cash. Handling DD & Cash involves high administrative costs. Stamp Paper & Frank-
ing have their own security issues and duplication issues. Therefore a need for new mechanism of
revenue collection was felt which can remove all these shortcomings. This gave birth to eSBTR. eSBTR
is an electronic-secured bank and treasury receipt, issued by the Officer of the participating bank, on
special Government stationery, on payment of Stamp- duty in Virtual Treasury. First of its kind, eSBTR
looks similar to Stamp Paper but this model is armoured with many features making it more beneficial,
convenient & safe to use.

8. e-Filing (Online Filing of notice of intimation)—Under the amended Section 89 (B) of
Registration Act, 1908, the mortgagors are now required to file the notice of intimation of equitable
Mortgage/Mortgage by deposit of title deeds. An online facility has been provided wherein the mort-
gagor can file this notice from the Mortgagee’s office without requiring a visit to Sub-Registrar Office.
e-Filing application can also be accessed from www.igrmaharashtra.gov.in. Through this application
the Mortgagor may file the notice of intimation of their mortgage by providing Mortgagee Detalils,
Mortgagor Details, Property Details, Payment Details etc. This application has two modules viz ‘ Admin.
(Banks) ’ and ‘Document Submission ’ Application for notice filing has to be submitted through
‘Document Submission ’ module. After submission, notice data will go to Sub-Registrar, where s/he
will electronically file and digitally sign the notice in database. Soon after the e-filing, data will
available in e-Search. This will help in preventing frauds like mortgaging same property at multiple
banks or even at multiple branches of same bank. e-Filing has also reduced crowd at SROs giving more
time to Sub-Registrars to concentrate on core activities of Registration.

Through the Citizen Module (Citizen Portal) under Notice of Intimation 2.0 on this department’s
website - igrmaharashtra.gov.in, all citizens can directly submit a Notice of Intimation to the Sub Reg-
istrar Office. Also Bank/NBFC can submit Notice of Intimation directly from Bank Module (Bank Portal)
with multiple users (Different Bank Branches).

9. e-Registration—The citizens can prepare their documents online using the online templates
provided by department and make necessary payment of Stamp Duty and Registration Fee online and
submit the document for registration. The Department would register the document and send back the
registered document electronically.

For e-Registration, citizen needs to have PC with updated Antivirus, Broadband Internet Connection,
Web Cemera, Fingerprint reader and Aadhar Card of all parties [including witnesses and identifiers].
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Template with standard terms and conditions will be made available on e-Registration portal.
Using this template citizen can prepare draft agreement document.

Admission and Identification of parties would be done automatically by comparing Aadhar details
with Aadhar database. Untill all the steps of Registration as per Registration Act are not completed, the
document will remain in draff/unregistered state.

Builders, MHADA, PMRDA, SRA, PMAY can register their first contract through e-Registeration
portal. They do not need to visit the office of the sub-registrar to register such agreement. Also, the
department has reduced the time required for registeration of such documents from 30 minutes to 15
minutes. Due to this, documents are registered in minimum time.

10. Online Adjudication application—As per the Maharashtra Stamp Act, 1958, there is a
provision to apply for Proper Stamp Duty i. e. adjudication to Collector of Stamps. Department has
introduced the system to submit the adjudication application online. After submitting online
application, party get system generated code number. The party has to submit the physical application
to the concerned Collector of Stamps having mentioned system generated code number on it. Party can
track the status of application through the system by putting the code number.

11. Online Stamp refund System—As per the Maharashtra Stamp Act, 19358, there is a provision
to apply for refund of Stamp Duty to Collector of Stamps. Department has introduced the system to
submit the refund application online. After submitting online application, party get system generated
code number. The party has to submit the physical application to the concerned Collector of Stamps
having mentioned system generated code number on it. Party can track the status of application through
the system by putting the code number.

12. Marriage Registration 2.0 :- Marriage Registration 2.0 is a system designed and equipped
with modern technology. Department of Registration and Stamps launched this system on 227 May,
2023 on a pilot basis for six districts namely Pune, Ahilyanagar, Nashik, Solapur, Satara, and Dhule,
and from 30% August, 2023, this system has been applied in the entire State of Maharashtra. The
department is getting great response from citizens.

Through OTP/thumb-based Aadhar (e-KYC) verification, people can submit their marriage notices
through Marriage 2.0. They can also access a certified copy of the marriage using Citizen Login. There
is no need to visit marriage registration offices.

Benefits :—(1) Marriage Registration 2.0 is an improvedlogin-basedsystem compared to the eariler to-
ken-based system.

(2) Efficient and transparent SRO Module.

(3) A system that can easily be used on any browser.

(4) Improved, faster, and time-saving functionality.

(5) Easy and simple system for citizens to use.

(6) The Marriage Registration application can be filled out online.

(7) Parties can fix the date and time of marriage as per their convenience.

(8) A marriage certificate will be issued to the bride and groom immediately after the marriage
Registration.

(9) Foreign nationals can also use this system if they fulfil other conditions and rules.

13. Document Handling Charges—Now after the registration fee and stamp duty is filled online
by the Grass System, the facility of online document handling charges is available to the citizens through
the “Document Handling Charges System”. Citizens coming to register document should use this
system to pay document handling charges online. This facility is available to citizents at the online
services> Document Handling Charges on wwuw.igrmaharashtra.gov.in website.

Also, if there is any difficulty in paying the DHC amount online, the respective Sub-Registrars can
accept the DHC amount ONLINE through the ANDROID POS machine installed in their office without
taking cash.
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¢ Important System Features

SBI E-Pay facilitate payment of online charges to Net Banking, debit card, credit card, mobile wallet
and other methods, no compulsory payment of cash in sub-registrar’s office. No time limit, linked to
[-Sarita system, verification of payment by I-Sarita during document registration (PAN Verification),
Facility to give PRN number to another person if the document is not to be registered, Any time can be
processed in any convenient place, at every stage of the SMS feature, dynamic, transparent
service. These are important features of this system.

Permission for collecting Document Handling Charges is given as per Govt. order dtd. 21-07-2023
regarding Leave and License Agreement under e-registration, Flat sale agreement through e-registra-
tion mode and e-filling version-1, and to deposit DHC amount in PLA A/c in the name of Inspector
General of Registration and Controller of Stamps, Maharashtra State, Pune on State level and concern
officer on district level.

14. One State One Registration-

¢ The Department of Registration and Stamps has issued a notification to implement the concept of
"One State, One Registration", enabling common jurisdiction for document registration in the first phase
across all Sub-Registrar

¢ Offices in Mumbai City and Mumbai Suburban districts. The scheme has been operational in these districts
since 17" February, 2025.

¢ Citizens can now register documents at any Sub-Registrar office within the common jurisdiction of Mumbai
City and Mumbai Suburban districts.

15. One District One Registration-

e As part of the State Government's ambitious program "One State, One Registration", the initiative of
"One District, One Registration" has been launched across Maharashtra through a government natification.
The scheme has been in force since 01t May, 2025.

¢ Citizens are permitted to register documents relating to the jurisdiction of a district at any Sub- Registrar's
office within that district.

16. Faceless Registration -

* The Faceless Registration System has been in operation since 2014, providing online registration for
builders' first sale agreements and Leave & License (rental) agreements.

e The upgraded Leave & License 2.0 systern was introduced in Mumbai City and Mumbai Suburban districts
on 01t May, 2025 under this framework.

e General Power of On 01st May, 2025, two additional document types Attorney and Adoption Deed were
incorporated into the i-Sarita 2.0 system, and registration of these documents has been implemented
across the State under the Faceless system.

17. Pay2IGR -

¢ Pay2IGRis a web-based computerized system designed to enable collective payment of all fees levied by
the Department, including stamp duty. registration fees, document handling charges, and search fees.

¢ The system simplifies the fee payment process, minimizes errors, and helps reduce refund cases. It also
ensures easier reconciliation of payments.

* At present. Pay2IGR is integrated with Leave & License 2.0, and all related fees are paid through this
system during document registration.
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18. Leave & License 2.0 (E-Registration)-

e Atpresent, in the State, the systems of e-Filing and e-Registration (Leave & License agreements below five
years and for first sale agreements) are online (faceless).

¢ The earlier Leave & License system has been upgraded to Leave & License 2.0, making the process more
advanced and citizen-friendly.

e The upgraded systern integrates Pay2IGR (developed by NIC), which enables citizens to pay all applicable
fees through a single platform.

19. Online Valuation 2.0 :

¢ With the help of Online Valuation 2.0 portal, citizens can check/view the valuation of their property free of
charge before going to the office of the Sub-Registrar.
