The Maharashtra Regional & Town Planning Act, 1966:

NO.TPS-3025/367/C.R.SU/ZOZS[UD-30:- Whereas, the Development Plan of CIDCO, Waluyj
Mahanagar, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar, has been partly sanctioned by the Government under
section 31 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (Maharashtra Act No.
XXXVII of 1966) (hereinafter referred to as "the said Act") vide Notification No. TPS-
3000/4484/CR-235(A)/2000/UD-30, dt.14.08.2001 and has come into force with effect from
dt.01.10.2001 and Excluded Part of Development Plan of CIDCO, Waluj Mahanagar, Chhatrapati
Sambhajinagar, has been sanctioned by the Government under section 31 of the said Act vide
Notification No. TPS-3001/ 1498/ CR-258(A)/ 2001/UD-30, dt.23.07.2002 and has come into force
with effect from dt.16.09.2002 (hereinafter referred to as "the said Development plan");

And whereas. in the said Development Plan, the land bearing Survey No. 273 (Part) of
Mauje Waluj. (Bk.), Dist Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar, (hereinafter referred to as “the said Land”) is
reserved for Site No. 3/126- Mini Stadium Site No. 3/127-College, Growth Center and 18 Mtr. &

30 Mtr. wide DP Road (hereinafter referred to as “the said Reservations™);

And whereas, the CIDCO, Waluj Mahanagar, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar is erstwhile
Appropriate Authority for the said Reservations. (hereinafter referred to as “the said Appropriate

Authority™)

And whereas, the said Land has not been acquired by the said Appropriate Authority within

ten years from the date on which the said Development Plan came into force;

And whereas, the Owners of the said land, in reference to the Said Reservations, had served
a notice dated 03.12.2020 under section 127(1) of the said Act to the said Appropriate Authority,

being the Planning Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notice™);

And whereas. even after service of the said Notice as aforesaid, the said Land had neither

se an 126 (4) of the said Act, read with Section 19 of the Right to Fair Compensation of
TI anspalency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement Act, 2013, has been published by



the said Appropriate Authority within prescribed time period from the date of the service of said

Notices under sub-section (1) of section 127 of the said Act:

And whereas, the owners of the said Land have filed Writ Petition No.8748/2024 before the
Hon’ble Bombay High Court, Aurangabad Bench, and the final order is passed dated 28.08.2024 by
the Hon’ble High Court;

And whereas, it is observed that, the said Land had neither been acquired, within prescribed
time period from the date of service of Notices. nor Notification of land acquisition required under
section 126¢4) of the said Act, read with section 19 of the Right to Fair Compensation of
Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement Act, 2013, been published within
prescribed time period by the said Appropriate Authority. And, in consequence thereof, the
Government of Maharashtra is of opinion that, the said Reservations on the said Land stands lapsed

as per the provisions of section 127(1) of the said Act:

Now. therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of section 127 of
the said Act and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Government of Maharashtra, as
mentioned in the Annexure below, hereby notifies that, the said Reservations i.e. Site No. 3/126-
Mini Stadium, Site No. 3/127-College, Growth Center and 18 Mir. & 30 Mtr. wide DP Road. as
specified in the Sanctioned Development Plan of CIDCO, Waluj Mahanagar, Chhatrapati
Sambhajinagar, stands lapsed bearing Gut No. 273 (Part) of Mauje Mauje Waluj. (BK.),
Dist.Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar. subject to the following conditions and the area so released will be
available to the owners for the purpose of development as otherwise permissible in the case of

adjacent land under the said Development Plan.

CONDITIONS

Condition No. 1- Since the noticer have not submitted an recent and certified Mojani Sheet of
the said land, the noticer themselves will be responsible for any dispute or
complaint arising in the future regarding the area mentioned in the said

order.
