ORDER

The Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966

No.TPS-2224/1999/CR-04/2025/UD-9:- Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide
Urban Development Department’s Notification No.TPS-2284/1823/C.R.105/UD-9, dated
20.12.1988, appointed Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Authority (MHADA) to
be “Special Planning Authority™ under the provision of section 40(1)(b) of the Maharashtra
Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (Maharashtra Act No. XXXVII of 1966) (hereinafter
referred to as “the said Act”) to undertake planned and orderly development of the notified
area of New Chandrapur (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notified Area™) as proposed in

the sanctioned Regional Plan of Chandrapur-Ballarpur Region & the Government, vide Urban
Development  Department’s  Notification No. TPS-2294/471/CR-159/UD-9, dated
30.06.1998. has sanctioned the Development Plan for the said Notified Area and which has
come into force with effect from the 01.09.1998 (hereinafter referred to as “the said

Development Plan™);

And whereas, in the said Development Plan, the land bearing Survey No.105/1 &
Survey No.105/2 (area 0.5332 Hectare), Survey No.108/3A (area 0.0168 Hectare), Survey
No.105/1 & Survey No.105/2 (area 0.0132 Hectare), Survey No.108/3A (area 0.4368
Hectare), Survey No.105/1 & Survey No.105/2 (area 0.4680 Hectare), Survey No.108/3A
(arca 0.0742 Hectare), Survey No.l110/2A (area 0.2446 Hectare) of Mouja Khutala
(hereinafter referred to as “the said Lands™) is reserved as “Site No.68-Shopping Centre”,
“Site No.69-Cultural Centre & Library” & “Site No.70-Primary School” (hereinafter referred
to as “the said Reservations™) and the Appropriate Authority for the said Reservation is
Maharashtra Housing & Area Development Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the said
Special Planning Authority™);

And whereas, the land under the said Reserved Lands has not been acquired by the said

Appropriate Authority within ten years from the date on which the said Development Plan

came into force;

And whereas, the Owners of the said Lands, had served a notice dated 01.01.2021
under section 127(7) of the said Act to the said Appropriate Authority, being the Planning
Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notice™);

And whereas, even after service of the said Notice as aforesaid, the said Land had
neither been acquired, within prescribed time period nor the Notification of land acquisition
/"




2013, has been published by the said Appropriate Authority within prescribed time period
from the date of the service of said Notice;

And whereas, the owners of the said Land have filed Writ Petition No.1983/2024
before the Hon’ble Bombay High Court, Nagpur Bench, and the final order is passed on
dated the 25.09.2024 by the Hon’ble High Court;

And whereas, it is observed that, the said Land had neither been acquired, within
prescribed time period from the date of service of Notices, nor Notification of land
acquisition required under section 126(4) of the said Act, read with section 19 of the Right to
Fair Compensation of Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement Act,
2013, been published within prescribed time period by the said Appropriate Authority and in
consequence thereof, the Government of Maharashtra is of opinion that, the said Reservation
on the said Land stands lapsed as per the provisions of section 127(/) of the said Act;

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of section 127
of the said Act and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Government of
Maharashtra, as mentioned in the Annexure below, hereby notifies that, the said Reservations
i.e. “Site No.68-Shopping Centre” (Area admeasuring 0.5332 Hectare & 0.0168 Hectare
bearing Survey No.105/1, Survey No.105/2 & Survey No.108/3A), “Site No.69-Cultural
Centre & Library” (Area admeasuring 0.0132 Hectare & 0.4368 Hectare bearing Survey
No.105/1, Survey No.105/2 & Survey No.108/3A), and “Site No.70-Primary School” (Area
admeasuring 0.4680 Hectare, 0.0742 Hectare & 0.2446 Hectare bearing Survey No.105/1,
Survey No.105/2, Survey No.108/3A & Survey No.110/2A) of Mauja Khutala, Tal. Dist.
Chandrapur are lapsed and the area so released will be available to the owners for the
purpose of development as otherwise permissible in the case of adjacent land under the said

Development Plan.
