NOTIFICATION

The Maharashira Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966

No. TPS-2625/1213/C.R.179/2019/UD-9:- Whereas, (Revised + Additional Area)
Development Plan of Hinganghat City has been sanctioned by the Government Urban
Development Department vide Notification No.'l‘PS-2905/3248/C.R.121/2005/UD-9, dated
the 26.04.2006 and has come into force with cffect from the 15.06.2006 and the Excluded
parts of the substantial nature modification has been sanctioned by the Government vide
Urban Development Department’s Notification No. 'l'I’S-2905/3248/C.R.12]/2005/UD-9,
dated the 11.08.2008 and has come into force with effect from the 26.09.2008 (hereinafier
referred to as “the said Development Plan™) under section 31 (1) of the Maharashtra Regional
and Town Planning Act, 1966 (Maharashtra Act No.XXXVII of 1966) (hereinafter referred to
as “the said Act™);

And whereas, in the said Development Plan, the lands bearing (1) Block No.2, Sheet
No4, 5, 12, 13, C.T.S.No.2/1, (Area 47310.50 Sq. Mt.), (2) Block No.2, Sheet No.4, 5 12
C.T.S.No.2/3, (Area 21450.30 Sq. Mt), (3) Block No.2, Sheet No.12, C.T.S.No.7, (Area
26950.10 Sq. Mt.) totally admeasuring 58274.69 Sq. Mt. of Hinganghat (hercinafter referred
to as ““the said Lands”) are included in Industrial Zone;

And whereas, the Hinganghat Municipal Council, Hinganghat, Dist. Wardha being the
Planning Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the said Planning Authority™), vide its General
Body Resolution No.03, dated the 20.05.2025 has resolved to delete the said Lands from
Industrial Zone and to include the lands so released in Residential Zone and accordingly
submitted a modification porposal to the Government, for its sanction, as per the provisions
of sub section (/) of section 37 of the said Act, (hereinafter referred to as “the said Proposed
Modification™);

And whereas, after making necessary enquiries and consulting the Director of Town
Planning, Maharashtra State, Pune, the Government is of the opinion that, the said Proposed
Modification should be sanctioned with some conditions;

And whereas, the Land Owners of the said lands have deposited Rs.61,04.274/-
towards the 50% Government share of 5% premium amount as per the value of the said lands
rescribed in the Annual Statement of Rates (ASR) for the year 2025-26 in the

ment Treasury on 04.03.2026 through the Assistant Director of Town Planning,
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Wardha Branch, Wardha and remaining 50% of the 5% premium amount Rs.61,04,274/-
payable to the Planning Authority has been deposited with the Chief Officer, Hinganghat
Municipal Council, Hinganghat, Dist. Wardha on 04.03.2026;

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred on it under sub section (2) of
section 37 of the said Act, the Government hereby, sanctions the Proposed Modification and

for that purpose amends the aforesaid Notification dated the 26.04.2006 as follows ;

“In the Schedule of Modifications appended to the Notification dated the 26.04.2006
sanctioning the said Development Plan, the following new entry shall be added after the last

entry.-

ENTRY

“The lands bearing (1) Block No.2, Sheet No.4, 5, 12, 13, C.T.S.No.2/1, (Area
47310.50 Sq. Mt.), (2) Block No.2, Sheet No.4, 5, 12, C.T.S.No.2/3, (Area 21450.30 Sq.
Mt.), (3) Block No.2, Sheet No.12, C.T.S.No.7, (Area 26950.10 Sq. Mt.), totally admeasuring
58274.69 Sq. Mt. of Hinganghat, are deleted from Industial Zone and the lands so released

are included in Residential Zone, as shown on the plan, subject to conditions specified

below:-
Condition No.1 - 10% Amenity Space shall be provided in the layout in addition to 10%

compulsory open space, as per the prevailing Development Control

Regulations of the Hinganghat City.
Condition No.2 - It is necessary to construct compound around the open space.

Condition No.3 - It is compulsory for the land owner / developer, to provide all the Basic
Amenities required for the land under modification at his own cost. The
basic amenities included as road, water supply, sewerage & drainage etc.

Condition No.4 - If the land is proposed to be developed by way of plotted layout, then sale
of plots under such layout shall be monitored by the Chief Officer,
Hinganghat Municipal Council, Hinganghat, Dist. Wardha in relation to

development of basic amenities as per the stages given below.

A | After final approval of layout Sale of 25% of the total plots shall be
permissible.

After completion of 40% basic | Sale of 50% of the total plots shall be
amenities. permissible.
