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INTRODUCTORY :
Development of dairy industry in rural area of Maharashtra is undertaken of two clear objectives.
(1) To introduce the farmers to take up dairying as a means to supplement their income from Agriculture.
(2) To make available whole some milk to Urban population at resonable price.

To achieve the first objective extension work to facilitate production of more milk and creation of
infrastructure to provide assured market for the milk so produced are the essential factors.

The second objective requires processing of milk collected from rural areas and to increase the shelf life
and a strong network distribution is compulsory.

The objectives are achieved through the following programmers :

i) Direction and Administration.

ii ) Cattle-cum-Dairy Development Project.

iii) Extension and Training.

iv) Government Milk Scheme.

v) Agricultural Research and Education.

vi) Other Schemes (Rehabilitation and integrated overall performance Dairy Development Project ).

PROGRAMME No.1
Direction and Administration
INTRODUCTORY :

The Dairy Development Commissioner is working as head of this Department from the year 1958. He
keeps administrative control on all the Government Milk Scheme in the State. To help him in supervision
and guidance of various activities of Dairy Development Department, Officers from the Department and
various other departments are working under him which include Technical Officers in Dairy Science, Dairy
Engineers, Administrative Officers, Officers from Finance Department from Co-operative Department,
Assistant Commissioner of Labour, Land Survey Officers from the Revenue Department and Vigilance
Officers etc. General Manager is the Chief of the Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme and there are many Officers
to help him in the day-to-day working. The working of the Aarey, Worli and Kurla Dairies is now decentralized
and the Dairy Managers of these Dairies work independently under the overall control of the General Manager,
Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme. Regional Dairy Development Officers located in Mumbai, Pune, Nashik,
Aurangabad, Amravati and Nagpur under the Regional Dairy Development Officers who provide technical
guidance in their jurisdiction. For the efficient and effective control on the administration of the Milk Schemes
scattered in the Region a post of Senior Administrative Officer is created in each Regional Office. In addition
to this, the Dairy Engineer, Deputy Registrar, Co-operative Societies, Assistant Dairy Development Officer
(Technical) and Accounts Officers etc, help the Regional Dairy Development Officer in their respective field
of work.

In rural areas to develop new Sector in milk production and increased milk production in visiting Schemes
for e.g. to tackle problems in milk production and distribution.

With effect from Ist June, 1978 in each district under the control of District Dairy Development Officer,
Co-operative and Animal Husbandry Departments function work consolidated and on that basis different
Extension Schemes for implementation and set up were taken up.

Independent Agriculture and Construction Department was created for emergency and special
maintenance according to the need of Dairy Development (Agriculture, Animal Husbandry, Dairy
Development and Fisheries Department) Dairies construction, maintenance and electricity installation works
were taken by Agriculture Construction Department. With effect from Ist October, 1990 this department was
transferred to Public Works Department. Minor works, maintenance and other works are taken up by Public
Works Department. Funds are provided by Dairy Development Department.

With effect from Ist September, 1989 the Government of Maharashtra has created an independent Audit
Board for conducting the statutory audit of Accounts maintained by Co-operative Societies in the Field of
Animal Husbandry, Dairy Development and Fisheries in the State of Maharashtra under the Chairmanship of
under the Commissioner for Co-operation and Registrar, Co-operative Societies, Maharashtra State, Pune.
The Dairy Development Commissioner, Maharashtra State is the Vice Chairman of the Audit Board. The
Managing Director of MAHARASHTRA RAJYA SAHAKARI DUDH MAHASANGH LTD., MUMBAI
is member of the Board. The Officer on Special Duty, Audit Board A.D.F., which post is created for the
Audit Board is the member Secretary of the Board. The Officer on Special Duty (Audit Board) is expected
to look after the Audit of the A.D.F. Co-operative Societies in the State of Maharashtra. He is delegated the
statutory powers under section 81 and 82 of the Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Act 1960 and Maharashtra
Co-operative Societies Rules 1961 (Rule 69)
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PROGRAMME No. 2
CATTLE-CUM-DAIRY DEVELOPMENT PROJECT
AAREY MILK COLONY
INTRODUCTORY :

The Aarey Milk Colony was established in the year 1949. One thousand two hundred and eighty seven
hectares of land was acquired for the same out of that 798 Hectare of Land is allotted to different State Dept.
and central Govt. Dept. and other Institute. In Agriculture Section 169 hectares of Area paragrass and rich
fodder is cultivated and production is done on large Scale by the dept. Also Nursery, Observation Post Boating
Club and Picnic Spot for Visitors attraction has been developed.

In Aarey Milk Colony there are 30 Stable Units having capacity accommodation 500 to 550 animals.
these, 30 stables are occupied by 505 Licensees, on rental basis. In these stables 16,160 cattles are kept out
of 1424 accommodation in Colony 1050 accommodation is allotted to licensees and 184 accommodation is
allotted to staff and 14 quarters allotted to Govt. offices and Govt. Institutions and 176 Government quarters
are Vacant.

CATTLE BREEDING AND REARING FARM, PALGHAR

Milk Producers in Mumbai had to fore difficulties in cattle feed and availability of land. This resulted in sale of
milk cattle slaughtering of milk cattle which caused loss to national wealth. To avoid such loss Maharashtra
Government purchase land of 217.41 Hectare from Mr. Hajji Umar Ali Hajji-Musa vide G. R. No. AMC/SLV/
214, dated 12 March, 1951 and named in “Milk Cattle Centre” After that form Forest Departmen 91.96 Hectare
and Revenue Department 1122.63 He totaling to 1432 Hectare land also ctare acquired and vide G. R. No. PLG/
1076/AGF/2212/77, dated 10 April, 1977 named the centre as “Cattle Breeding and Riming Farm, Palghar”.

Now this farm is closed vide G.R. dated 30 June, 2001 out of total 1432 Hectares land 1159 Hectares land
is handed over and at present 273.04 Hectares of land is remaining. On this land natural grass and cultivated
fruits production is taken from rain water. This grass sale is done through Tender. Severally godowns, Chico trees
and Mango trees fruit production sale is done through contract.
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DAIRY PROJECT, DAPCHARI
INTRODUCTORY :

The Dairy Project Dapchari in Dhanu Taluka, District Thane, was originally designed to shift dairy
animals from Mumbai stables on par with the Aarey Milk Colony in order to control the unrestricted growing
cattle strength in Mumbai. This decision was taken in the year 1955. The Project envisaged acquisition of
2677 hectares of land since 1962. However, stable owners of Mumbai refused to shift at Dapchari.
Subsequently, Government postponed the shifting programme temporarily. The objectives of the Project
were revised from time to time. The Cattle shed owners registered their unwillingness to shift the cattle. At
present the following main activities are undertaken at the Project.

In order to provide irrigation a Dam has been constructed on Viroll river. The Dam has storage capacity
of 1380 M.C./ft. and can irrigate 1346 hectares.

In addition to above programme fish cultivation is done in the Dam water and fish development
activities are also undertaken by the Fisheries Department. Rubber Research Station, milk chilling plant,
horticulture development activities are also being carried out by the concerned Departments. High Power
Committee was approved by the Government on 1* December, 1987 to review the Project activities. The
Report of the Committee was submitted to Government on23rd November, 1989 and accepted
on 23" January, 1990.

PROGRAMME No. III
EXTENSION AND TRAINING
INTRODUCTORY :

Dairying has been accepted as subsidiary business. At the same, it has important role of lifting the life
of rural poor who are below poverty line. The Primary Dairy Co-operative Societies who collect milk
produced by the farmers have also equally important role. This Department has taken active part directly or
indirectly, 20 Point Programme in implementation of the following extension schemes are implemented for
eradication of poverty.

(1) Schemes for training of Officer/Staff Departmental Officers and Staff are given different
extension training at Anand, Karnal, Bangalore and other nearby Centres.

(2) Publication of Extension bulletin posters arrangement of Exhibitions/Seminars/Rallies etc.

Publicity plays important role in the present area. The seminars, exhibition, film Shows, posters and
gatherings are arranged in rural areas to make propaganda of Government Schemes.
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PROGRAMME No. IV
GOVERNMENT MILK SCHEME
(A Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme )
INTRODUCTORY :

Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme came into existence from Ist March, 1947 after the subsidized Scheme of
supplying wholesome milk at reasonable price in Greater Mumbai was discontinued. Under this Scheme
there are the fulfledged Dairies first of which is at Aarey Milk Colony, second at Worli and the third one at
Kurla, Central Dairy at Aarey Milk Colony was started on Ist December, 1950. Worli Dairy was constructed
with UNICEEF aid on 1st November, 1961, Mother Dairy, Kurla in October, 1975. Due to the changing
circumstances on account of Co-operative and Private Dairies, lack of funds for renewal of machinery and
equipments, capacity of three dairies is now 0.50 lakh litres per day.

Milk Schemes main object is to provide employment for rural farmers and market for their milk produce
during the year, Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme provides milk to the Urban consumers at reasonable rates and
wholesome milk.

In these three dairies, milk comes from rural area Milk Schemes and some Co-operative Unions and
Societies. In Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme, from White Butter and Ghee is prepared from cow’s milk
Toned milk and full cream is distributed. Durable milk and milk products such as long life Cow milk, Ghee,
Energy (Bacteria Free Sweet Milk) Masala milk, Lassi, Shrikhand, Amrakhand and other milk products are
produced by the Milk Scheme.

Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme is having a fleet of 1 Government vehicle under Greater Mumbai Milk
Scheme, 114 Aarey Saritas, Total 1403 Ex-dairy Distribution Centres and 92 Energee Centres 823 ‘Z’
centres and 203 Bulk customers milk and milk product are distributed. Milk is distributed to Government/
Private Hospitals, Industrial Factories, Educational Institutions, Offices/ Restaurants by Private vehicles.
Milk products are sold by Aarey Saritas and Energee Centres. Necessary charges are taken from consumers
due to milk transport. Distributed milk is sold under market area of Greater Mumbai and out of Greater
Mumbai to East Side, new Mumbai West Side, Mira Road, Bhayandar, Nallasopara upto Virar.
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MOFUSSIL MILK SCHEME
INTRODUCTORY :

Dairy Development has assured an important place along with Agriculture in development of rural
areas particularly in semi developed areas due to dominance of drought prone areas and limitation on
development of irrigation of facilities. Organized dairy development started in rural areas of Maharashtra in
the year 1955-56. Recognizing the importance of this trade a separate Dairy Development Department was
created in the year 1958. With a view to provide a perennial source of employment in the local farmers and
to provide them a rural year assured market for the milk produced by them, the Government accepted progressive
and established Government Chilling Centres and dairies for processing of milk.

The milk being highly perishable article it is necessary to increase its shelf life for the milk procured in
rural part of the State to reach urban areas for said sale of milk is done in various cities in Maharashtra. Out
of which 60% to 65% milk is sold in Mumbai City alone. (Government and Co-operatives) it becomes
therefore necessary to process the milk to increase its life so that the milk transported from long distances to
Mumbiai, reach in good condition. Government of Maharashtra has set up 33 dairies with capacity of 28.28
lakh litres per day in the Mofussil . The total chilling centres are 61 and capacity is 5.27 lakh litres per day.
Likewise in Co-operative Sector, total 74 dairies with capacity 65.75 lakh litres per day and 81 chilling
Centres his capacity of 20.16 lakh litres per day. The capacity of all the schemes put together is 162.87 lakh
litres per day.

Processed milk is first sold in the locality in sealed bottles and the polythene pouches and surplus milk is
dispatched to Mumbai, in insulated road or rail tanker. Surplus milk in flush season is sent to Powder Plants.
For that purpose 4 skim milk powder plants of Government having capacity of 51 metric tones per day and
9 skim milk powder plants having capacity of 180.5 metric tones per day at Co-operative Sectors are installed
in the State of Maharashtra.

Milk without processing does not last long. Increase in temperature of milk increases acidity in milk and
milk gets curdled. Life of the unprocessed milk can be increased by chilling the milk. It is necessary to chill
the milk to reach the same in good condition to the dairies where the distance between the place of production
and the dairy is long. Chilling Centres of different capacities have therefore been erected at nook and corner
of the State looking to the production of milk in the areas. During the last 27 years Chilling Centres with
capacity of 5000 litres of 10,000 litres and 20,000 litres have been erected. As per requirement. At present
61 chilling centres with the capacity of 5.27 lakh litres per day in Government Sector and 33 dairies with a
capacity of 20.16 lakh liters of milk are in operation. At present 81 Co-op. chilling centres with capacity of
20.56. Lakh litres perday in Co op Sector has set up. Out of the total milk collected, 96% is collected through
Co-operative Societies. Temperature of milk is kept down with the help of Ice during transporting milk to the
chilling centres or the dairies. To make the ice easily available to the Co-operative Societies, Government
has established its own Ice factories. At the same time the Co-operative Societies are also encouraged to set
up their own Ice factories from the financial assistance made available to them by the National Co-operative
Development Corporation.

In area milk and milk products are distributed through 276 ‘Z’ Centres, Bulk, Customers and private
moffus Institution’s 856X’ dairy centres and 100 Aarey, Sarita, Energee centres to distributed to Government,
private Hospitals Industries Educational Institution officers and canteens etc. on ‘X’ dairy basis through

private vehicles.

INTRODUCTORY :

The Dairy Science institute, Aarey was established in the year 1960, in order to provide trained Technicians
in the field of Dairy Technology, two years course leading to Diploma in Dairy Technology was started in
this Institution.

The course was under the Administrative control of I.C.A.R. sub-committee on Dairy Education with
headquarters at National Dairy Research Institute, Karnal till 1985. The Administrative Control was transferred
to the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, Mumbai with effect from 1986 which continued
upto 1991. As per the decision of Government of Maharashtra to run the lower level agro base Diploma
Course through Agriculture Universities, the examination of this Institution will be undertaken by Konkan
Kfrishi Vidyapeeth, Dapoli, District Ratnagiri since 1992. Since 2001 the course was affiliated to Maharashtra
Animal Husbandry and Fishery Science University, Nagpur.

Upto 1990 the strength of the students was 60. From the year 1991 the strength of students has been
reduced from 60 to 25 as per the revised policy of the Government of Maharashtra to run this course. From
Academic year 1996 the strength of the students was increased and kept upto 40.

The student securing 50% marks in Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics and aggregate 45% marks with
English as one of the subjects are admitted to this course. Concession of 5% marks is permitted for the
candidates of reserved categories.

The student from Backward Classes & Minority Community paid Scholarships according to Govt.
rules.

A scholarship of Rs. 500/- from Khurody Dairy Education Fund is awarded to Brilliant and needy
students of this Institute. Upto 2021 total 1937 students have successfully completed the Diploma till this
year, and are employed in Government Co-operatives and Private Sectors in the State of Maharashtra and
other States of the Nation.
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DIPLOMA COURSE IN DAIRY FARM MANAGEMENT AND
ANIMAL, HUSBANDRY PRACTICES, DAPCHARI

INTRODUCTORY :

Dairy has been accepted as a major subsidiary business to Agriculture in Maharashtra State. In the
white revolution the cross bred animals play an important role. An ambitious programme of producing
crossbred cows is undertaken in Maharashtra. This needs special attention for cattle health, cattle feed and
cattle management. So also milk and milk production produced from the milk needs special attention. The
[LA.R.I. as well as under 20 Point Programme the educated youth are encouraged to take dairying as
subsidiary business. Before starting such a business, it is very essential to impart training. It is very
essential to give veterinary aid to the cattle. There is necessity of such technically trained works in private
business and Government service. Taking into consideration, Diploma Course of two years duration in
Dairy Management and Animal Husbandry has been started at Dairy Project, Dapchari.

Candidates passing S.S.C. examination are eligible to take admission in this College on the basis of
merit. Every year 30 candidates are given admission for this course from Academic year 1991-92 this
course has been affiliated to the Konkan Krishi Vidyapeeth, Dapoli for the sake of examination. Since
Academic year 2001-2002 this course has been affiliated independently to the Maharashtra Animal and
Fisheries Science University, Nagpur.

The facility of lodging and boarding is provided for the teaching staff and students. This diploma
college has its own building having well equipped laboratory, well furnished class-room and library. So
far up to July, 2008, 526 students are successfully trained from this college. This is a unique Govt.
Training Institute in tribal area of Maharashtra giving such a kind of training to students. This institute
is solely under the control of Commissioner of Dairy Development, Maharashtra State-Maharashtra Animal
and Fishries Science University Nagapur as per notification of University dt. 29th March, 2006 the course
of Animal Hubandry and Dairy Production to be started in stated of Dairy Farm Management and Animal
Husbandry Diploma Course. The term and conditions of University should be fulfill to start the diploma
course-In connection proposal submitted to the Dept. for Govt. approval but the Order is awaited.

(No. 6) Other Scheme - Central Government Sponsor :

Central Government has decided to function all Centrally sponsor scheme through medium of
Co-operatives due to this for the year 2020-21. Rs. — Lacs grants has been provided to this purpose.

Central Government has passed Resolution to implement all Centre Sponsored Schemes through
Co-operative Sector, due to this is Rs. — Crore provision has been made in the financial year 2020-2021.

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ANNEXTURE-2
FINDINGS OF THE WORKLOAD BASED ON THE DEVELOPMENT BUDGETING
INTRODUCTORY :

The activities of the Dairy Development Department are provided for in the budget mainly on the Non-
plan side. The non-plan for the current year 2022-2023 is Rs. 452.45 Cr. The bulk of this amount represents
the purchase price payable to the Milk Producer. Since there is commitment by the Government to purchase
all the milk offered to it. There is only marginal scope to cut down this expenditure. However, following
steps have been taken to cut down this expenditure. However, following steps have been taken to cut down
the expenditure connected with handling of milk.

1) The purchase price of milk and the commission thereon payable to the Sangh / Society is based on
the total solids as per the formula of the purchase price. Due to this improvement in quality of milk is
expected. At the same time adulterated and milk of low quality will not be accepted. This will help in saving
in expenditure on transport and processing of milk to some extent.

2) InMaharashtra by major Milk Schemes, Cow milk, Toned milk and full cream milk is distribution.

3) Excessive milk results in traffic problems and possibility of milk perishing, which results in detention
of vehicles, detention charges, payment to the transporters. Hence, incoming milk to Mumbai is kept in limit
by Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme.

4) Usually the milk coming to Greater Mumbai Milk Scheme undergoes two pasteurizations before
being distributed. On pasteurization of the Milk Movement Plan the detention vehicles, spoilage of milk and
loss on account of milk has been kept under control.

On the plan side our Budget is limited to Rs. 3.00 Lakh. It is mainly for the development of the
infrastructural facilities for handling with and as such there is no scope for affecting any cut under this.
