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Introduction 

Women and children experience systemic social, economic, and political inequities that warrant 

priority attention, committed resources and various supportive measures from government. Foremost 

among such measures would be investment in public programmes and policies to create an ecosystem 

for realising substantive freedom and for meeting targets set under the Sustainable Development 

Goals 2030. In this context, Gender Responsive Budgeting (GRB) and Child Responsive Budgeting 

(CRB) are fiscal policy tools that enable governments to plan and commit resources in a manner that 

prioritise equitable development for women and children.  

The Government of Maharashtra initiated gender and child budgeting with the aim to prioritise the 

needs of women, children and transgender persons in its policies and programmes. Gender Budget 

Statement (GBS) and Child Budget Statement (CBS) are one aspect of this commitment. The State of 

Maharashtra has been publishing the GBS and the CBS consistently since the year 2020-21. The GBS 

and CBS highlight performance in the preceding year and provisions for the forthcoming financial 

year. Since 2022, an online Management Information System (MIS) for gender and child budgeting 

has been integrated in the state’s BEAMS portal for ease of reporting and for better management of 

sex- and age-disaggregated budgets and beneficiary data. The new system has paved way for 

concurrent monitoring of schemes directly benefiting women and children as well as others schemes 

where they are implied beneficiaries.  

Overview of gender budgets in Maharashtra 

Maharashtra has approximately six 

crore women (2021 projected figure)1, 

constituting 48% of the total population 

of the state. Around one-third of these 

are girls under the age of 18, the 

proportion of senior women is around 

12.6%,1 and 2.3% of women in the state 

have some type of disability.2 Nearly

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economic, social, cultural, civil and political rights, and especially those belonging to the most 

vulnerable population groups, gender equality lies at the core of all state initiatives.  

The overall gender budget of the state shows an increasing trend from Rs 3,672 crore in 2018-19 (A) 

to Rs 20,705 in 2022-23 (BE). Correspondingly, the share of gender budget as a percentage of the 

state’s total budget observed an increase from 1.21% in 2018-19 to 3.78% in 2022-23 (Table 1). A 

large part of this increase may be attributed to better reporting by line departments. 

Department-wise analysis indicates that in FY 2022-23 (BE), 18 departments reported in the GBS. 

Maximum allocations were by Housing department (Rs 9,011 crore), followed by Social Justice (Rs 

3,266 crore) and Tribal Development department (Rs 2,693 crore) (Fig 1). In terms of the gender 

budget as percentage of the total department budget, again highest allocation of 97% was by Housing 

department, followed Women and Child Development (WCD) Department (34%) and TDD (18%) 

(Fig 2). 

Although, the gender budgets show an upward trend in allocation, expenditure and reporting, 

development indicators point towards the need to have additional measures to promote gender 

equality in the state. For instance, female labourforce participation rate is just 39%, compared to 76% 

for men and the average wages received by women is almost 23% less than that of men (Table 2). In 

terms of survival and health, the sex ratio at birth of 913 is a very serious concern, along with

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continued neglect of women’s health over the years. Even in educaton, Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) 

for secondary (93%) and higher secondary (71%) is slightly behind men (95% and 72% respectively). 

Another aspect which requires greater allocation of resources and repsonse from government is 

ending sexual and gender based violence, particularly intimate partner violence. Almost one in four 

married women have reported physical or sexual violence by their husbands (Table 2). 

Overview of a few issues related to children in the state 

Children constitute about 26% of the 

population of Maharashtra state, i.e. about 3.3 

crore children.1 A third of these children are 

under-5 years of age and about 50% in the 6-

14 age group. In terms of geographic 

location, 58% children live in rural areas.2   

Budgets for children as reported in CBS from 

2018-19 to 2022-23 shows an increasing 

trend from Rs 49,335 crore in 2018-19 (A) to 

Rs 71,005 crore in 2022-23 (BE) (Table 3). 

 In FY 2022-23, 12 departments reported in CBS. Fig 3 shows department-wise allocations for 

children and Fig. 4 shows percentage of child budget in total department budget.  

GBS and CBS on existing interventions helps gauge the extent to which women, transgender persons 

and children are benefitting from current programmes/policies. The next important step is to influence 

planning of schemes and to undertake impact assessments/ evaluations of schemes from gender and 

child perspectives.

 Gender Budget FY 2023-24 

In FY 2023-24, the allocations to further gender equality are Rs. 19,952 crore. The share of gender 

budget in total state budget is 3.31% in FY 2023-24. The allocations for Part A1 (that is, 100% 

allocations for women, girls and transgender persons) are Rs 3,690 crore (combined for state and 

district level) and for Part A2 (that is, less than 100% allocations for women, girls and transgender 

persons) are Rs. 16,262 crore in 2023-24 (BE).

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In the FY 2023-24, 20 departments have reported in the four statements on gender. Cooperation, 

Marketing and Textiles is the new department added in GBS. Also, Agriculture Department has 

started to report its information on schemes related to women from current year.  

In Part A1 (100%), 12 departments have reported and there are 79 entries. Largest budget has been 

reported by Rural Development Department. In Part A2, 15 departments have reported and there are 

171 entries. Maximum budget has been reported by Tribal Development Department. Part B has two 

entries by two departments.  

Child Budget FY 2023-24 

The state allocated Rs 82,107 crore for children in FY 2023-24. The share of child budget in total 

state budget is 13.64% in FY 2023-24.  The allocations for Part A1 (that is, 100% allocations for 

children) are 79,493 crore, and for Part A2 (that is, less than 100% allocations for children) are 2,613 

crore in 2023-24 (BE).  

In FY 2023-24, 12 departments have reported in the statement. In Part A1 (100%), 8 departments 

have reported and there are 212 entries. Largest budget have been reported by School Education and 

Sports Department. In Part A2, 7 departments have reported and there are 20 entries. Maximum 

budget has been reported by the Women and Child Development Department. 
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Key features of the Gender Budget Statement and Child Budget Statement of Maharashtra: 

• Gender and Child Budget Statements are classified into three parts:

o Part A1 (100% expenditure): Schemes specifically for women/ transgender persons/

children and aims at addressing gender needs/ child rights. If the scheme is for women/

girls/ transgender persons then the entire scheme expenditure (100%) is reported in Part

A1 of GBS and if the scheme is specifically for children, then the entire scheme

expenditure is reported in Part A1 of CBS. Expenses on administration, infrastructure,

etc. are included for schemes that are 100%.

o Part A2 (Less than 100% expenditure): Schemes that are meant for beneficiaries of all

genders and age groups (for example, scholarships schemes have both boys and girls).

The expenditure under these schemes is only partially for women/ transgender persons/

children, and so reporting for these schemes in GBS is based on sex-disaggregated

beneficiary data and in CBS is based on age-disaggregated data. For instance, expected

outlay on gender/ children for FY 2023-24 can be seen in Statement numbers S2 for

women/girls, S4 for transgender persons and S7 for children in column (11), alongside

total outlay on the programme / intervention in column (10).

o Part B is meant for reporting special initiatives on gender equality and protection of child

rights. This has been done to ensure that data requirements are not a hindrance for

departments to report initiatives. It provides the space for qualitative reporting on

initiatives relating to gender equality and child rights.

• Progress on physical targets / outputs is presented alongside budget numbers to indicate the

access and uptake of schemes during each financial year.

• Schemes and programmes for transgender persons highlighted within the gender budget

statement.

• Includes both scheme and committed expenditure.

• Includes centrally sponsored schemes, state schemes and district schemes.

• Separate gender and child budget statements for schemes under district plan.

• Every scheme is accompanied by an explanatory note or a brief rationale on why it is part

of the statement.
