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Performance Budget 2024-25
Introduction

The Maharashtra Economic Advisory Council has submitted a report on the measures to be taken to take
the state's economy to one trillion dollars by 2028-29. According to the report, the share of agriculture and
agriculture ancillary business in the economy of the state is 13%, however due to day by day decreasing land
tenure and uncertain rainfall and climate change, the income from agriculture cannot be guaranteed. In such a
situation, it is in order to make a conscious effort to strengthen the economy by considering agricultural
complementary business as the focal point.

Keeping in view the changing challenges faced by farmers and dairy farmers in the 21st century and the
need to increase the economy through income from livestock production, the Department of Animal Husbandry
and Dairying is expected to move in the direction of the Animal Husbandry and Dairy Industry. The basic
objective of Animal Husbandry and Dairy Development Department is to increase the production of farmers
through animal husbandry and thereby their economic upliftment. Therefore, it has become necessary to develop
animal husbandry and dairy business as a main business as agriculture instead of being a supplementary business
to agriculture.

As a sustainable source of income, Animal Husbandry is becoming important activity for accelerating
the economic growth cycle of rural development. Through various Government initiated programmes related to
animal husbandry along with agriculture, self-employment opportunities are available for farmers as well as
educated unemployed youth and this helps in the development and upliftment of rural areas. In Maharashtra, total
estimated milk production during the year 2022-23 was15,042 thousand M.T., whereas during the year 2021-22 it
was 14,305 thousand M.T. It is 5.14% more as compared to previous year. In cow milk production, the
contribution of crossbreed cow’s milk was 84%, Total estimated meat production during the year 2022-23 was
1123 thousand M. T., whereas during the year 2021-22 it was 1138 thousand M.T. It is 1.33 % less as compared
to previous year.

Animal husbandry is providing employment in urban as well as rural areas. Also, there is an increase in
all businesses related to animal husbandry and animal husbandry, thereby contributing to the economic
development of the people in the rural areas and raising their social and economic level. Considering the capacity
and need to increase it further, the government has taken the following important decisions for the benefit of the
farmers.

1) Consolidation and Reorganization of Animal Husbandry and Dairying Department.

2) All 2841 veterinary clinics of grade-2 have been upgraded to grade-1 to provide better health treatment
facilities to livestock.

3) Establishment of Taluka Veterinary Clinics in every Taluka of the State.

4) Establishment of Taluka Animal Husbandry and Dairy Offices at all Taluka places in the State.

5) Setting up of 06 Mobile Embryo Transfer Laboratories in the State to produce livestock with high
production potential.

6) Mobile Veterinary Clinics have been set up to provide doorsteps animal health services to Livestock
owners.

7) 77 services provided by the Department of Animal Husbandry have been included under the Maharashtra

Public Service Rights Act, 20 to provide promptly animal health services to the Livestock owners.

8) The Maharashtra Bovine Breeding (Regulation) Act, 2023 has been enacted to regulate breeding of bovine
animals through artificial insemination and embryo implantation in the state.
9) Implementing complete ban on slaughter of cow progeny.
10) Subsidy Scheme through Revised Govardhan Govansh Seva Kendra Yojana.
11) To strengthen and establish Animal breeding farm Hetikundi and Sakud for genetic improvement in order
to develop the conservation and production capacity of Indigenous cows and Buffalos breeds.
12) Establishment of new veterinary college in Akola and Ahmednagar district.
13) Approval and implementation of RajeYashwantraoHolkar sheep-rearing “Mahamesh” scheme.
14) Implementation of Goat Cluster scheme.
15) Under the Centrally Sponsored National Livestock Mission, implementation of Goat, Sheep, Poultry,
piggery and fodder development projects to create entrepreneurs.
16) To provide essential fodder to livestock in drought conditions,

a) Priority for fodder production in galpera land in reservoirs of Water Resources of Irrigation and soil

conservation department.

b) To encourage farmers for fodder production, the amount of subsidy has been increased from Rs.1500 to

Rs.4000.
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c) Determining the price of fodder to encourage silage production to provide nutritious fodder to

livestock.

Animal husbandry business definitely helps in the upliftment of the individual and the society as well as
addition to the national income. Because the products manufactured from this business e.g. Export of meat, eggs
and other food and by-products earns the country foreign exchange. Gross value from Animal Husbandry sector
at current prices is 1,00,60,812I acsruppes for the year 2021-22. Development & animal health coverage are two
important major functions of the AHD. To facilitate these major objectives, priority is given to the following
programmes by the department. The Performance Budget emphasizes the financial requirements as well as
physical targets of technical work have been worked out, for the year 2022-23 (Actual) 2023-24 (Anticipated)
and 2024-25 (Target.)

The administrative set up of the Department as well as the setup of Regional level has been elaborated in
details in the table No. I. Then onwards the Programmewise financial statement of non-plan expenditure as well
as the technical performance of each programme is given individually.

Programme No. 1- Direction and Administration

Artificial Insemination is the main objective of the department. The Artificial Insemination Programme
enhances the production of crossbreed Cattle and improved Buffaloes. This programme also underlines the
guidelines regarding improved animal husbandry practices, encourage mixed livestock farming systems and
management practices. All these issues automatically and indirectly help the livestock owners, agricultural
labours and rural population allied business personnel’s, in upliftment of their economic and social status.
Programme No.1 highlights the following programmes.

1. To facilitate Artificial Insemination by expert veterinarians with advance Frozen semen technology to produce
crossbreed calves in cow class & improved calves in buffaloes.

2. To protect Livestock & Poultry from epidemics, control of epidemics, treatment & provision of veterinary
health services.

3. Rearing & development of improved breeds of cattle, buffaloes, poultry, sheep, goat & pigs.

4. Maintenance of pure deshi breeds of cattle’s i.e. Lal Kandhari, Dangi, Deoni etc.

5. Training of farmers with recent advance knowledge of animal husbandry practices by the technical personnels

The State level administration also includes the budget control and control of Disease Investigation Section,
Pune-67 and Institute of Veterinary Biological Products, Pune-67 is monitored by Commissionerate of Animal
Husbandry, with the help of concerned technical officers. For implementation of Animal husbandry Programme
through out the State, it has been divided in seven regions. The Regional Joint Commissioner of Animal
Husbandry heads each region. At district level, District Deputy Commissioner of A.H. monitors the State sector
activities while the local sector activities are controlled by the District Animal Husbandry Officer, ZillaParishad.
The financial statement ofAnimal Husbandry Department has been given in table No. I, Il & Ill. The financial
requirement of “Direction and Administration” has been given in the table No. I.

Quality Control Laboratory :

The office and the laboratory are located at Aarey Milk Colony Campus, Goregaon, Mumbai-65. This
laboratory certifies the livestock & poultry products and by products to be exported. For this, various bacterial,
viral, parasitic, mycological etc. tests are carried out by this laboratory for human safety and quality before export
and certified for export. The office of the Deputy Commissioner of Animal Husbandry, Quality Control
Laboratory, Mumbai supervises the work of issuing inspection certificates for animals coming for slaughter at the
abattoir at Deonar.The work carried out in this laboratory has been show in Table No.lI

Programme No. 2 - Veterinary Services and Animal Health
To increase the economical status of the livestock owner, the health status of their productive animal should
be best. For this purpose veterinary dispensaries at different level are established in all district of the State. The
important responsibility of these dispensaries is to diagnose the disease condition of the ill animals and to treat it
properly, to prevent the animals from contagious diseases by vaccinating them and to produce high yielding
progeny by artificial insemination programme.
A total of 4853 veterinary institutes are functioning in the state as follows -

1. District Veterinary Polyclinics - 33
2. Taluka Veterinary Mini Polyclinics - 169
3. Veterinary Dispensary Grade | - 1745
4. Mobile Veterinary Clinics - 65

5. Veterinary Dispensary Grade Il - 2841
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(During the restructuring of the department, it has been decided to establish a Taluka Veterinary Clinic instead of
a Taluka Mini Veterinary Polyclinic at a taluka level. Accordingly, since 317 Taluka Veterinary Clinics and
Grade-Il Veterinary dispensaries have been upgraded to Grade-l, a total of 4586 Grade-I clinics will be
functioning in the state.)

District Veterinary Polyclinics :

Total 33 District Veterinary Polyclinics are established in 33 districts of the State. In addition to this, 6
Veterinary Polyclinics are run by Maharashtra Animal & Fishery Science University, (at Parbhani, Nagpur,
Akola, Shirval, Udgir and Mumbai).

The facilities available at these District Veterinary Polyclinics are :

1. In-patient wards for keeping the sick animals under observation of veterinarian for 24 hrs.

2. Major operations with the help of advanced techniques.

3. Availing the Artificial Insemination facilities.

4. Diagnosis of the complicated cases with the help of latest diagnostic machines like Blood analyzer, Bio-
chemical analyzers, X-ray machine, Sonography machine etc.

5. Diagnosis of the epidemic diseases in the district and guide for control measure.

6. Admitting sick animals to the inpatient ward as needed and treating them.

7. Giving guidance to technical officers in District regarding treatment against complicated diseases of animals.

The work-load summary is given in table No. II.

Taluka Mini Veterinary Polyclinics :

The main objective to establish Taluka Mini Veterinary Polyclinics is to render specialized, expertise
veterinary services like District Veterinary Polyclinics to the Livestock owners. At the taluka level, Taluka Mini
Veterinary Polyclinics are functioning. Today 169 Taluka Mini Veterinary Polyclinics are functioning at talukas
in the state while restructuring the animal husbandry department, it has been decided to make Taluka Mini
Veterinary Polyclinics operational in all 148 talukas where Taluka Mini Veterinary Polyclinics are not
operational. While taking the said decision, the name of "Taluka Mini Veterinary Polyclinic" has been changed to
"Taluka Veterinary Clinic". Accordingly a total of 317 Taluka Veterinary Clinics will continue to function in the
state.

Veterinary Dispensaries Grade | & Grade Il :

According to the recommendations of the National Agriculture Commission, there should be 1 Veterinary
Dispensary for every 5000 livestock in the non-hill areas and 1 Veterinary Dispensary for every 3000 livestock in
the hilly areas. Accordingly, Veterinary Dispensaries have been established in the state. At present, a total of
4586 Veterinary Dispensaries are functioning in the state out of 1745 are Grade | and 2841 are Grade Il. In Grade
Il Veterinary Dispensaries minor veterinary services provide through non-graduate veterinarians to livestocks.

The Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 is in force in the state and under this Act non-graduate
veterinarians can provide minor veterinary services to livestock owners. Therefore, it has been decided to upgrade
Grade Il Veterinary Dispensaries to Grade | during restructuring. After the implementation of the said decision, a
total of 4586 Veterinary Dispensaries will continue to function in the state. During restructuring, Grade |
Veterinary Dispensaries have been renamed as “Veterinary Clinic”. This clinics provides treatments, preventive
measurs for disease control, Artificial Insemination and surgery facilities. State level and Zilha parishad
Veterinary Dispensaries working in the state.

Mobile Veterinary Clinics :

In hilly areas the livestock is scattered and is in less number. So it is difficult to the livestock owner to
bring the animals to veterinary dispensary for treatment. In such remote and hilly areas the veterinary services are
provided with the help of 65 mobile veterinary dispensaries in the State. The services provided are in the same
line as of veterinary dispensary Grade I. Also a total of 80 Mobile Veterinary Squads have been established under
the centrally sponsored ASCAD scheme.

Check Posts :

Total 13 check posts are established in the State. These 13 check post are on the major inter State livestock
transport routes. At the check post the health status of the animal is checked and healthy animals are allowed to
enter in the state. The work-load summary of Grade | & Grade Il dispensaries under Z. P. is given in table No. II.
Institute of Veterinary Biological Products, Pune -67 :

This Institute produces some of the Bacterial & Viral vaccines for protection of livestock and poultry. In
addition some antigens, diagnostic reagents etc. are also manufactured. Vaccines are manufactured as per the
provision of schedule “F” of Drugs & Cosmetics Act, 1940 at IVBP and are tested for quality standards by
control cell of IVBP as per the updated rules of Indian Pharmacopoeia. This institute has a small animal breeding
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unit e.g. Rabbit, Guinea Pigs, White Albino Mice and Poultry. This unit plays a major important role & is

essential for the test & quality control of vaccines produced at IVBP. The work load summary and the

information of the test carried out by Test and Quality control unit has been given in table No. I11.

The institute is in the final stages of obtaining the necessary permanent license for the manufacture of
Lumpy Skin Disease vaccine required for livestock. The production of the vaccine will fulfill the requirement of
Lumpy Skin Disease vaccine in the state. Apart from this, it will be possible to sell the said vaccine to other states
as well.

Disease Investigation Section, Maharashtra State, Aundh, Pune-67 :

Central Government has also recognized this institution as referral laboratory for the States in Western part
of the country. According to that guidance is given for diseases diagnosis to Goa, Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat and
Chhattisgarh State & Dadra Nagar Haveli and Div& Daman UT’s.

1. Visits to various places in the States, where outbreaks has occurred. Collection of samples at these places,
carry out various tests on these samples and diagnose the disease.

2. To convey the disease diagnosed and suggestions of treatment to veterinarians.

3. Investigation on new diseases and treatment thereof.

4. To carry out testing of tuberculosis, epizootic abortions, Mastitis, Poisoning, parasitic infestations, salmonella
in birds toavoid economical losses in animals and birds and to enhance the productivity of animals and advice
to control and contain thedisease.

5. To control the disease so as to maintain the health of animals and birds in the State.

6. To develop new techniques for accurate & prompt disease diagnosis.

7. To guide veterinarians & farmers, regarding latest techniques in disease diagnosis and prophylaxis through
meetings, summits, trainings etc.

8. To forecast the occurrence of certain disease by studying its outbreak in past & climatic condition at that time.

Disease Investigation section, Maharashtra State, is functioning at Pune-67 and under it 8 Regional Disease

Investigation Laboratories are functioning.

Regional Disease Diagnostic Labs :

There are eight regional disease diagnostic labs working at following places i.e. Chiplun, Kolhapur, Pune,
Nasik, Aurangabad, Akola, Nagpur & Latur. By organizing work camps, the regional officers are being guided
regarding testing of nationally important diseases, predominant diseases in that area. This work is being taken by
these regional labs. If certain test can not be done in this laboratory, the disease samples/ tissue samples are sent
through them to disesase investigation laboratory Pune. In addition, this laboratory conducts regular visits to
Private and Govt. Cattlel Breeding Farms and test for Tuberclosis, Infectious abortions and Johns diseases as well
as regular visits to Government and Private Poultry Farms to carried out testing for Salmonella and Marex
disease. The work load summery has been given in table Nos. IV, V, VI.

Programme No. 3 - Cattle and Buffalo Development

As per 20th Livestock Census 2019 there were 62.30 lacs in milk cows and buffaloes in the State. The total
estimated milk production during the year 2022-23 was 15042 thousand M.T. (Source- Integrated surveyscheme)
Estimated in milk Cows & Buffaloes were 64.87 lacs. The cattle improvement programme is implemented in
order to improve the milk yield on the basis of following principles.

1. Improving animal health

2. Reproductivehealth control.

3. To increase milk production potential, cross breeding programme in cows and upgrading local buffalo,

4. Training of farmers regarding, cross-breeding & animal husbandry practices.

The following schemes are implemented for bringing up the desired improvement.

1. Cattle breeding farms under State Sector and MLDB.

2. District Artificial Insemination Center.

3. Purposive grants to Zillah Parishad.

4. Special Livestock Production Programme.

5. Milk Competition.

The financial requirement is given in table No. I.

District Artificial Insemination Centers (DAIC’s) :

Artificial Insemination is a major important highlighted programme of the department, for improvement of
livestock through cross breedingand Indigenous breed development. Throughout the State there are 34 DAIC’s
covering and supplying the semen doses, sheaths, guns and liquid nitrogen so as to facilitate the Aurtificial
Insemination work.
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Mabharashtra Livestock Development Board, Nagpur :

As per G.R. No. CDS-10-2001/ (Prakra 59)/ ADF-4, dated 2.4.2002, Maharashtra Livestock Development
Board, Akola have been established. Nowadays headquarter of MLDB has been shifted to Nagpur. As per G.R.
No.Sankirn 2020/ Prakral45/ ADF-4, dated 05.02.2021 and Maharashtra Livestock Development Board, Nagpur
is working with 100% Central Government assistance.

The objective of establishment of Maharashtra Livestock Development Board, Nagpur has to work
according to the National Project on Cattle and Buffalo Breeding Project with the view to provide essential
specialized expertise veterinary services emphatically. It also aims to increase the area of coverage for Artificial
Insemination work especially in the laggard areas of the State, where awareness regarding livestock and livestock
production (cross breeding programme) is a need of the day. It will give encouragement to increase the milk
production and thereby increase the opportunities of generation of employment and self employment. As per the
above objectives and aims, it is expected from Maharashtra Livestock Development Board to implement the State
Cattle & Buffalo breeding Programme, which is under progress. The book contains the performance for the year
2022-23, as submitted by the Board. The work-load summary has been elaborated in Table Nos. Il to VII.

7. Strengthening of LN2 storage capacity and supply mechanism, purchase of LN2 tanks and mobile tankers.

8. Strengthening of Government Cattle Breeding farms for conservation of Indigenous Cattle Breed Khillar, Lal
Kandhari, Gavlau, Dangi, Deoni and Indigenous Buffalo Breed Pandharpuri and Nagpuri under the
preservation and conservation of recognized indigenous pure Cattle and Buffalo class animals in the state and
establishment of breeder organizations of above breeds of animals. Through them giving subsidy of male
calves/ heifers or feed and supply of bulls for breeding.

Rashtriya Gokul Mission :
Pedigree Selection Programme of Pandharpuri Buffalo : National Dairy Development Board, Anand
(Gujarat) had approved the implementation of The Pandharpuri Buffalo Genealogy Improvement Programme
under the National Dairy Project-1 in Solapur district of Maharashtra from 2013-14 to 2018-19. Subsequently,
the plan for the period 2020-21 to 2023-24 was approved under the Rashtriya Gokul Mission.
Pedigree Selection Programme of Gavlau Cattle :

Under letter no. MLDB/Tech/651/Akola dated 07.02.2020 by the Maharashtra Livestock Development
Board, the project "Creation of high pedigree varieties of Gavlau species through genealogy selection
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programme™ was submitted to the Central Government for approval. Under this project, a milk counting
programme of 600 cows per year is to be implemented in the breeding area of Gavlau cows and 25 artificial
insemination centers are to be set up.

Production of High Pedigree female calves using Sex Sorted Semen for Artificial Insemination
Programmeln Cows and Buffaloes from Farmers in the State :

In the state of Maharashtra, the entire Prohibition of Cattle Slaughter Act has been implemented from 4™
March, 2015. Also, with the increase in modern technology and mechanization in agriculture, the need for bulls
useful for agricultural work has decreased. In this background, if the semen produced using the new state of the
art technology of sexing semen to keep male calves at minimum level is used under artificial insemination
programme in cows and buffaloes, it will possible to produce about 90 percent female calves.

Sexed Semen by Maharashtra Livestock Development Board of Animal Husbandry Department at the rate
of 575/- per Semen from Genus Breeding India Pvt. Ltd.(ABS India) in five years, a total of 6.80 lakh semen will
be used for artificial insemination of cows and buffaloes at the doorsteps of farmers/Animal owners in the state.
Use of In-Vitro Fertilization and Embryo Transfer Technology (IVF-ET) :

MOET (Multiple Ovum Embryo Transfer) and OPU (Ovum Pick Up) will help in the promotion of valuable
indigenous breeds of high-potential cows and buffaloes by breeding selected females with high fertility and
genetics through proper use of IVF (In-Vitro-Fertilization) technology. All cows and buffaloes usually give birth
to 10 to 12 calves in a lifetime, but this technique has the potential to produce 50 calves a year and more than 500
calves in their lifetime. In-Vitro Fertilizationand Embryo Transplant Laboratory, Valu Mata Prakshetra,
Tathavade, Pune has been set up under the District Planning Scheme for the year 2017-18. So far, 14 calves have
been born through external fertility and embryo transplantation. More than 27 cattle are yet to be calves.
“Sheetal” the country's first Pandharpuri buffalo calf was born on 23" July, 2022 at the External Fertility and
Embryo Transplant Laboratory in Tathavade, Pune.

Now, In-Vitro Fertility and Embryo Transplant Laboratory Tathavade, Pune in collaboration with
Maharashtra Livestock Development Board, Nagpur and Dairy Farmers, has started similar work at the field
level. Recently, thirty-one farmers have entered into a mutual agreement with Tathavade, Pune, an external
fertility and embryo transplant laboratory for 249 calves, for embryo production and transfer to their doorstep.

Government Decision No. Krivpadum-33030/ 18/ 2023/ (641278)/ MAG/ Padum-4 Ministry, Mumbai-
400032 dated 05" October 2023, to set up six embryo transplant laboratories in every revenue division of the
state for the purpose of qualitative and quantitative growth of the indigenous cows of Dangi, Deoni, Gavlau,
Khilar and Lal Kandhari in Maharashtra. The establishment of six laboratories has been fixed at the following
locations.

Satara districts in first stage and Beed & Bhandara district in 2nd stage, as per GR dated 16.11.2017 for both
scheme Back ended 50% subsidy will be given to all beneficiaries. 1) Unit of 2 cows- Subsidy amount is
Rs.70,000/-. 2) Unit of 2 buffalos- Subsidy amount is Rs.80,000/- will be benefited under this scheme. In this
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scheme 1000 beneficiaries for unit of 2 cows and 1000 beneficiaries for unit of 2 buffalos will be benefited under
this scheme. From year 2016-17 to 2023-24 total 3338 number of units are distributed under this scheme.

b) Distribution of 2 Cows/ Buffalo in Jalna district :

2 Cows/ Buffalos distribution scheme is being implemented in Jalna, as per GR dated 15.10.2016 also
Back ended 50% Subsidy will be given to all beneficiaries. 1) Unit of 2 cows- Subsidy amount is Rs.70,000/-. 2)
Unit of 2 buffalos- Subsidy amount is Rs.80,000/-. In this scheme 1000 beneficiaries for unit of 2 cows and 1000
beneficiaries for unit of 2 buffalos will be benefited under this scheme. From year 2016-17 to 2023-24 total 1364
number of units are distributed under this scheme.

Maharashtra Bovine Breeding (Regulation) Act 2023

Maharashtra Bovine Breeding (Regulation) Act 2023 has been passed in the December 2023 Winter
Session of the State Legislature to bring legal control over persons and institutions engaged in unauthorized
artificial insemination using substandard semen in the state. It covers production, processing, storage, sale and
distribution of frozen semen in cows & buffaloes, regulation of assisted reproductive technologies and all related
matters. Due to this regulation, the quality of frozen semen used for artificial insemination, the disease free
condition of the bull used for semen production, artificial insemination in proper manner etc can be implemented
in proper manner. This act includes following items.
. Establishment of Maharashtra Bovine Breeeding Regulatory Authority
. Registration of semen stations, semen banks, certification of bulls
. Registration of artificial insemination service providers and assisted reproductive technology service providers
. Registration of artificial insemination technicians
. Registration of assisted reproductive technology technicians
. Regulation of sale of semen, embryos, oocytes, bull/ bovine reproductive organs etc
. Restrictions on new or existing semen stations, semen banks, artificial insemination service providers, assisted
reproductive technology service providers, artificial insemination training institutes, artificial insemination
technicians, assisted reproductive technology specialist/ technicians.
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Programme No. 4 - Poultry Development

Poultry Population in the Maharashtra State is 742.97 lacs, as per the 20thLivestock Census 2019. This
shows a down of 4.49% in poultry population as compared to 19thLivestock Census 2012. There is also a
decrease of 13.44% in the number of improved variety birds due to interest of farmers in the poultry farming with
modern techniques. As per the survey report of 2022-23 under the Integrated Survey Scheme, egg production in
the Stateis 738 crores which are 5.12% increase as compared to egg production 702 crores in 2021-22. Per capita
availabilityof eggs in the State is only 59 eggs per year against the WHO recommendation of 180 eggs, which
exhibits a large scope for poultry farming business in the state.

Availability of improved quality of poultry breeds, equipments, medicines, vaccines & financial assistance
to poultry farmers through 1000 broiler rearing birds scheme of the State have resulted in growth of poultry
sector in the State. Following institutes of State Government are working in order to promote the poultry farming
business in state and establishment of schemes.

a) Central Hatcheries :

Central Hatcheries are established at Pune, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar, Kolhapur and Nagpur in
Maharashtra State. Improved Deshi Poultry birds in the farm of Hatching Eggs, Day Old Chicks (DOC) & Pullets
are provided to the farmers according to their demand. Breeds like Rhode Island Red, Giriraja, Black Australorp,
Grampriya, Kaveri and Survarnadhara are reared and produced in these hatcheries for supply to the farmers. In
the year 2012-13 these Central Hatcheries were strengthened by installation of automatic feeders and waterers.

b) Intensive Poultry Development Blocks :

There are 16 Intensive Poultry Development Blocks in the state working under ZillaParishads.

Mumbai Region - Palghar, (Chiplun) Ratnagiri, (Pen) Raigad. Chh. Sambhajinagar Region - Parbhani, Beed
(Pali).

Nashik Region - Nashik, Dhule, (Kopergaon) Ahmednagar. Latur Region - Dharashiv, Nanded.

Pune Region - Satara, Sangli (Palus), Solapur. Amravati Region - Amravati, Yeotmal, Akola.



Re
Poultry training programmes are organized at these Intensive Poultry Development Blocks to create the
awareness regarding poultry farming, technical management & marketing.Integrated Poultry Development
Programme is implemented through funds received from District Planning Committee.

c) Duck Breeding Farm :

Duck Breeding Farm was established at Wadsa, District Gadchiroli for promotion of Duck rearing. Day Old
Chicks and hatching eggs of improved variety of duck (Khaki Camp Bell) are provided at low cost to Adiwasi
beneficiaries in the Vidarbha region. Duck Breeding Farm is strengthened and Duck Hatchery also has been
established under Rashtriya Krishi VikasYojana.

d) NavinyapurnaYojana-Rearing of 1000 broiler poultry birds through poultry farming :

There is a large scope for production of poultry meat in the state. An administrative approval for the scheme
of "Rearing of 1000 broiler birds" has been granted by State Govt. during 2012-13 for implementation of the
scheme during 12th five year plan. Under this scheme, 50% subsidy (Rs.1,12,500/-) is provided to general
category beneficiaries whereas 75% subsidy (Rs. 1,68,750/-) is provided to the beneficiaries of Scheduled Caste
and Scheduled Tribes towards the utilization of providing poultry houses, equipments and other related items
necessary for poultry rearing.

e) District Plan Scheme -Integrated Poultry Development Programme :

This scheme is being implemented through Intensive Poultry Development Blocks in the District through
the funds received from District Planning Committee, to encourage backyard poultry farming in rural areas. In
this scheme, 100 day old chicks of improved Deshi variety & poultry feed are provided on 50% subsidy
Rs.14,750/-Total project cost is Rs.29,500/-. Also a unit of 25 pullets and 3 male birds is provided to
beneficiaries at 50% subsidy Rs.5,420/-, Total project cost is Rs.10,840/- Remaining amount for equipment and
shed for birds is to be arranged by beneficiaries. The financial requirements and workload details of the above
institutes are shown in Table No.1, 2, 3. The said scheme Implemented as Per GR dt on 20.01.2023.

) Establishment of 302 Intensive Poultry Development blocks on public private partnership :

As per Government resolution no.Kukkut-2016/ C.R.67/ Padum, Mantralaya, Mumbai-32 dated 13.11.2017
issued for establishment of 302 New Intensive Poultry Development blocks all over the state. (Each taluka should
have single/ one IPDB). Till November 2023, 143 units are completed and are in function. Under this scheme
cost of single unit is Rs. 10,27,500/- and Rs.5,13,750/- (50%) subsidy from State Government will be given to all
beneficiaries.

g) National Livestock Mission :
Under this scheme, the 50% subsidy upto 25.00 lakh provided for project of 50.00 lakh for rearing 1100
low input technology birds and producing eggs & day old chicks and create enterpreuners.

Programme No. 5 - Sheep and Goat Development

According to 20th livestock census there are 26.80 lacs Sheep and 106.05 lacs Goat in the State. In the
State, there are 4 recognised breeds of Goat viz. Osmanabadi, Sangamneri, Berari and Konkan Kanyal and 1
breed of sheep viz. Deccani. For Sheep and Goat Development, Maharashtra Mendhi Va Sheli Vikas
Mahamandal is established on 8 August 1978 under Company Act 1956 and actual working from 01.11.1979.
The mahamandal renamed as Punyashlok Ahilyadevi Maharashtra Mendhi Va Sheli Vikas Mahamandal from
23.06.2003.

There are 11 Sheep & Goat farms functioning under mahamandal at Bilakhed, Padegaon, Ambejogai,
Mukhed, Mahud, Tirth (B) Tuljapur, Ranjani, Pohara, Bondri & Javala, Wool utilization Centre and Head office
at Pune-16. Schemes being implemented by Punyashloka Ahilyadevi Sheep and Goat Development Corporation.
1. Supply of Improved Rams & Bucks for breed improvement.

2. Provide Sheep & Goat Management Training to sheep and goat breeders.

3. Implementation of Machine Shearing Programme.

4. Purchase of raw wools from the shepherds and Manufacturing of woolen products &their sale.

5. Distribution of sheep/ goat units under various government sponsored schemes and Organization of Woolen
Expo.

Implementation of centrally sponsored scheme Conservation of Madgyal Sheep.

Implementation of RajeYashwantrao Holkar Mahamesh Yojana.

8. Implementation of Goat Cluster Scheme.

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a) Distribution of 20 +2 Goat Unit in six districts Dharashiv, Yeotmal, Gondia & Satara districts in first
stage and Beed & Bhandara district in second stage as per Marathwada package :

20+2 Goat Unit distribution scheme is being implemented in 6 district Dharashiv, Yeotmal, Gondia &
Satara districts in first stage and Beed & Bhandara district in 2nd stage, as per GR dated 16.11.2017 for both
scheme Back ended 50% subsidy will be given to all beneficiaries. Unit of 20+2 Goat unit, Goat Shed (450 Sq.ft)
Subsidy amount is Rs.1,14,700/-. In this scheme 1000 beneficiaries for 20+2 Goat Unit will be benefited under
this scheme. From year 2016-17 to 2023-24 total 1672 number of units are distributed under this scheme.

b) Distribution of 20+2 Goat Unit in Jalna district:

20+2 Goat Unit distribution scheme is being implemented in Jalna, as per GR dated 15.10.2016 also Back
ended 50% Subsidy will be given to all beneficiaries. Unit of 20+2 Goat unit, Goat Shed (450 Sq.ft) Subsidy
amount is Rs.1,14,700/-. In this scheme 1000 beneficiaries for 20+2 Goat Unit will be benefited under this
scheme. From year 2016-17 to 2023-24 total 551 number of units are distributed under this scheme.

¢) Raje Yashwantrao Holakar (Mahamesh Scheme) :
For promotion of Sheep rearing, Government resolution is issued on dated 02.06.2017 for the distribution of
sheep, feed and other materials under RajeYashwantraoHolakar scheme.
The scheme is only for Nomadic Tribes-C (NT-C)
1. Distribution of 20+1 sheep unit with infrastructure-75 % subsidy.
2. Distribution of improved male sheep-75% subsidy.
3. Provision of subsidy for infrastructure for rearing of sheep- 75% subsidy.
4. Provision of subsidy for balanced feed for sheep unit- 75% subsidy.
5. Mini silage baller cum wrapper machine- 50% subsidy.
6. Installation of Animal feed Unit- 50% subsidy.

d) National Livestock Mission : Under this Centrally sponsored scheme subsidy is given in the range of Rs.10
lakh to Rs.50 lakh for raring 100+5 to 500+25 goats and sheeps to create entrepreneurs. Project cost is Rs.20
Lakh to Rs.100 Lakh.

Programme No. 6 - Fodder and Feed Development

To maintain the immunity, production, reproduction capacity and working capacity of the animals, it is
necessary to feed balanced ration to the animals. To enhance the fodder production and increase the availability
of nutritive fodder, as per requirement of livestock, increase the areas under fodder crops & fodder production
saving in available fodder by using chaff-cutters, additional fodder production during rainy season & preservation
of it in the form of silage, use of unconventional fodder (Enrichment of low quality roughages by urea treatment,
Hydroponic fodder production, Azolla cultivation & production etc.) these four programmes areimplemented by
the Fodder Development Desk. In concern with above four programmes, following various Centrally Sponsored
& District Plan Fodder Development Schemes is implemented.

A) Centrally Sponsored Schemes (National Live Stock Mission) :

Central Government has change the scheme guidelines and the new scheme sanctioned on the basis of
Entrepreneurs Development along with employment generation through Animal Husbandry from the year 2021-
22. In this new scheme, following two schemes are incorporated under sub-mission Feed and Fodder
Development.

1. To mitigate the fodder seed shortage with the availability of quality fodder seed, Rs.250 per kg. subsidy is
given for production of Breeder seed, Rs.150 per kg. subsidy is given for production of foundation seed, Rs.100
per kg. subsidy is given for production of certified seed.
2. Entrepreneurial activities in Feed and Fodder: In this scheme, 50 % subsidy maximum up to Rs.50.00 lakh is
given for the production of Silage, Dry Fodder Block and TMR.

For availing the benefits of subsidy in the above schemes, application would be submitted online only and
subsidy will disbursed in two instalments by SIDBI.

B) District Plan Scheme : For cultivation of fodder crops in the farmers land & fodder production by the
farmers, certified seed of improved fodder crop varieties & saplings of perennial fodder crops are provided to

farmers on 100 percent subsidy basis.The limit of 0.40 hector area has been raised to 1 hector along with rise in
subsidy amount of Rs.1500/- to Rs.4000/- per farmer by the State Government vide G.R. dated 18.10.2023.
Beside this, the fallowing new sub-schemes are included in this District Plan scheme vide Government
Resolution dated 21.06.2023.

1 Subsidy for Silage Bag For the purchase of 500 kg capacity Silage bag, 50 percent
subsidy will be given up to Rs.3000/- for 10 Silage bags per
beneficiary.

2 Assistance for Silage For purchase of silage, 33 percent assistance of Rs.7,300/-
subsidy will be given per Livestock owner for two milking cow/
buffalo.

3 Assistance for Total Mix Ration For purchase of TMR, 33 percent assistance or subsidy will be

(TMR) given and it will be up to Rs.38,544/- per Livestock owner for

two milking cow/ buffalo.

4 Assistance for Mineral Mixture For purchase of Mineral mixture, 33 percent assistance or
subsidy will be given and it will be up to Rs.600/- per Livestock
owner for two milking cow/ buffalo.

5 Assistance for rearing of calves/ From the 4 month of age up to 32 month of cow calves& heifers,
heifers 50 subsidy will be given for purchase of 1900 kg concentrate
feed and From the 4 month of age up to 40 month of buffalo
calves& heifers, 50 subsidy will be given for purchase of 2500 kg
concentrate feed.

Policy decision has been taken for the fodder crop cultivation in Tank bed land during the year 2023-24 for
mitigation of fodder scarcity vide Resolution No.DAHD-14012/5/2023-DAHD-AH-4(670130), dated-21.09.2023

Feed Analysis Laboratory :

State Level Wool and cattle feed Analysis Laboratory is functioning at Gokhalenagar Pune-16 under the
control of Assistant Commissioner Animal Husbandry. The catttle feed Analysis Laboratory Pune Institute has
been modernized under the National Livestock Mission, a centrally sponsored scheme. With the help of these
equipments the facility has been made available to analyze a total of 25 food components in green, dried, cattle,
poultry feed and silage. Representative animal feed samples are analysed in this laboratory. Feed samples from
cattle breeding farms, hatcheries and Intensive poultry development block is analysed for the proximate
principles. The financial requirement & work carried out in the Laboratory has been shown in table No. II.

Programme No. 7 - Extension and Training

A developing science regarding animal husbandry plays an important role in providing livelihood and
income source to the rural people through encouraging livestock and poultry keeping practices. In view of
propaganda and publicity of animal husbandry practices, the extension and training of farmers and technical
personnel’s is being conducted by the department.

Under exhibition and propaganda activity, many programmes such as, In-service training course, Artificial
Insemination Training, Poultry training, Farmer’s training regarding livestock and livestock keeping practices,
are undertaken. Maharashtra Animal and fisheries Science University is also supporting various extension
education programmes. Cattle show, work campaigns, rallies, practical training for livestock owners are
organized at district level. The programme of exhibition and propaganda is effectively implemented by giving
wide publicity and hasten transfer of technology regarding Animal Husbandry trends, practices and opportunities
through broadcasting and telecasting media. To implement the programme effectively the scheme of exhibition
and propaganda is merged in DPC schemes and the programme is conducted through district officers and local
authorities from the year 2010. In 2022-23, one National level animal exhibition was organized by the department
at Shirdi. In the concern exhibition more than 450 different breeds of all types of livestock was participated in
exhibition. “Pashudhan Aishwarya” along with other extension material is published by the department to impart
the knowledge, technical updations, success stories and latest events to the farmers and officers of the
department.

State Level Training Centre, Gokhalenagar, Pune-16 :
Institute for In-service Diploma Course is renamed as State Level Training Centre, after reorganization of
AH Department in the year 2004. The institute is located in the premises of AH Department at Gokhalenagar,
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Pune -16. Five days In-service refreshers’ course were organised for technical and non-technical employees of
the department from the year 2007-2008. As per new training policy of the State five types of training
programme are proposed at the institute of various durations. They are as follows :

1. Foundation course for newly recruited employees.

2. In-service refreshers’ course for In-service employees.

3. Training after promotion for In-service employees.

4. Training after transfer for In-service employees.

5. Orientation training programme for In-service employees.
During the training programme field visits to various important and renowned institutes are arranged as per
training needs. Excellent residential and boarding facility as well as library facility is available for trainees.
Relevant latest knowledge and information is given to the trainees. Out of total lectures 40% lectures are
delivered by experts and experienced guest lecturers. These mainly include Extension Education Institute Anand
(Gujrat), Manage, Hyderabad, IVRI-TECH, Pune. After the training programme the employees can use latest
knowledge in their day to day working there by benefitting livestock owners and farmers at large of the State. At
present foundation courses for newelyreemited technical officers is being arranged at the institutions.

Maharashtra Animal and Fishery Science University, Nagpur :

The Government of Maharashtra has taken the decision to establish Maharashtra Animal & Fisheries Science
University. As per the proposal No.7, in the assembly, the house has sanctioned and permitted to establish the
Veterinary University at Nagpur from 1st April 2000. The official inaugural function of the Veterinary University
was commenced on 03.12.2000. Faculty of Veterinary Science and Animal Husbabdry (B.V.Sc. & A.H.), Faculty
of Dairy Technology (B.Tech) and Faculty of Fisheries (B.F.C.) offer undergraduate courses through the said
university and Faculty of Veterinary Medicine and Animal Science and Science (M.V.Sc.) Post Graduate as well
as Acharya Degree (Ph.D.) courses are conducted. The syllabus is based on the minimum standards of Veterinary
Council of India and it is updated from time to time as per the standards of the Council. The university has been
carved one Post out four agriculture universities in the state by transferring five veterinary colleges graduate
institute of veterinary sciences and one dairy Technology college. In view of developing human resources
in the field of fishery sciences, two fishery colleges and one additional dairy technology colleges were
established. Now the university has five veterinary colleges at Nagpur, Mumbai, Parbhani, Shirval (Satara),
Udgir (Latur) and one post graduate institute of veterinary and animal science at Akola. Besides two dairy
technology colleges at Warud (Pusad) and Udgir (Latur), two fishery colleges at Udgir (Latur) and Nagpur. Apart
from this, the process of establishing new degree veterinary colleges in Ahmednagar and Akola is underway.

Maharashtra State Veterinary Council :

The Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 has been implemented in the State since 1st August, 1997. As per
GR No. MSIDC-1099/ 21337/ CR-74/ 99/ ADF-3 dated 31.03.2001 the Maharashtra State Veterinary Council
has been established at Nagpur. The council is to undertake the registration of the Graduate Veterinarians in the
State. As per the laws and by-laws of Indian veterinary council MSVC will keep control on the educational
aspects of Veterinary Colleges in the State & implementation of rules & regulations in the State. Table No.l to IV
indicates the financial requirements & No. of persons trained under various training programmes. The council
have their own website (Website: www.msvc.maharashtra.gov.in). The council, Nagpur have started online
registration and renewal of the registration with the help of council’s website.

Programme No. 8 - Administration, Investigation and Statistics
To plan the various development schemes which are to be implemented and monitored by the office of the
Commissionerate of animal husbandry, statistical information regarding available resources and present status of
production potential is necessary. It is also essential to assess the actual progress about the work done by the
various development schemes implemented. This assessment provides a base line for planning. The Statistical
section comprise of two units -
1) Statistical Unit. 2) Integrated Survey Scheme.

1) Statistical Unit : This unit is divided into two sections
A) Technical Section :
This unit undertakes the work of consolidation of Performance Budget of Animal Husbandry, to provide
information for Performance Budget of Tribal Development Department, Annual Administration Report of
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Scheduled Area, Economic Survey of Maharashtra, Preparation of Monthly Progress Report of Technical Work,
and Quarterly Report on Animals Slaughtered, Animal Husbandry Statistical Booklet etc.
B) Livestock Census Section :

Under 100% Central Government sponsored scheme, this section executes and consolidates Livestock
Census at every five years interval.Central government has published All India report of 20" Livestock census in
December 2019. It includes state-wise data of livestock and poultry/other poultry birds. District-wise and village-
wise information of livestock animals,cattles, buffalos, goat, sheep & pigs is available at https://dahd.nic.in. As
per instructions of Government of India, 20th Livestock census was carried out in the State. For the first time,
livestock data was collected through tablet PCs. Detailed information of all recognised breeds of livestock &
poultry is collected. Species-wise/ Districtwise/ Rural, Urban regionwise report of livestock census was published
in December 2022. In addition to this, publication work of breedwise report of livestock is also published. Since
funds for livestock census are provided by Central Government, progressive monthly FRBM report of expenses is
submitted to it. 21st Census is Proposed in September 2024 To December 2024.

2) Integrated Survey Scheme :

The Department of Animal Husbandry Maharashtra State is implementing the integrated sample survey
scheme from the year 1970 on the guidelines given by the Government of India. The main objects of the scheme
is to estimate the production of major livestock products viz. Milk, Eggs, Wool and Meat and to study the
livestock and Poultry Keeping practices. The scheme was strengthened as a centrally sponsored plan scheme on
50 %central share from 1984. The work of collection of relevant statistical information was conducted throughout
theState. The stratified multistage random sampling design is adopted for survey work.

As per the guidelines of Government of India, 15% of the villages will be selected for survey work in the
State excluding Brihan Mumbai. The survey work is conducted during the three season’s viz. summer, rainy and
winter of the year. A report is prepared in this regard every year.

Programme No. 9 - Investment in Public Sector and Other Undertaking
Grant-in-aid as share capital is given to the Sheep & Goat Development Corporation (Mendhi-va-Sheli
Vikas Mahamandal) by the Government. The objective is development of sheep breeding farms working under
corporation. Information of financial requirement is furnished in table No.l.

Programme No. 10 - National Co-operative Development Corporation

Monetary assistance to national co-operative development corporation sponsored institutions.
Poultry Farming :

Scheme to establish poultry Co-operative institutions with help of monetary assistance of national co-
operative development cooperation on co-operative basis was started in Maharashtra State from 1985-86. The
major objective of this scheme is to increase egg production in co-operative sector & to facilitate supplementary
income in agriculture. As per the extant policies, financial assistance is provided only to co-operative institutions
involved in egg production. Institutions are selected according to availability of markets for eggs, supply of
chickens, ability to indulge in systematic poultry farming and run the institution by the program finalised by
monthly reconciliation of profit and loss statements. In the period of 1985-86 t01996-97 Government has
sanctioned total 73 Co-operative poultry institutions. Out of these,18 are engaged in production, 22 are closed
and 30 are in liquidation. 3 institutions are debt free. The work of one of these institutions has been
completed in liquidations. Four organizations have taken benefit of the one time agreement of the government
dated 08.01.2021 and paid the government dues.

The details of financial assistance to these institutions are as follows :

Programme No. 11 - Veterinary Research

All India Co-ordinated Research project for epidemiological study of foot and mouth disease is established
at Disease investigation section, Pune- 67.

The objectives of this project are as follows :

1) Collection of epidemiological information/ data.

2) Epidemiological data provides a base line for planning of strategy of control of F.M.D. outbreaks.

3) F.M.D. virus is typed in the laboratory.

4) ldentified typed virus in a particular outbreak or area, the vaccination strategy is decided/ advocated to have
desired immunity against the disease.

5) To attend the outbreaks and sample collection from various institutes, sample are received & being processed
in the laboratory for typing of F.M.D. virus.
There are two units under this project (1) Epidemiological unit (2) Virology unit.

1) Epidemiological Unit :

This unit is headed by the Deputy Commissioner of Animal Husbandry. This unit attends the outbreak &
epidemiological survey is done for collection of epidemiological data and material/ tissues from affected animal
from foot & mouth disease. Epidemiological data collection is important factor in view of advocating the
vaccination programme. It is based upon the basic reasons of occurrence of the disease, animal rearing practices,
geographical distribution, seasonal occurrence, repeated incidences of outbreak and cattle movements, etc.

2) Virology Unit :

Samples/ tissues/ material collected and or received are processed in this unit for typing of affecting F.M.D.
causing virus. This is typed by conducting the complement fixation test or by the advance technology like
ELISA. The virus is typed as A.O.C. Asia- 1 etc. as per the characteristic features of virus. The work done under
this project is given in Table No. I.

Programme No. 12 - Economic Development and Compatibility of Women

Schemes of Department of Animal Husbandry for Economic Development of women :

Individual benefit schemes are undertaken by the Department of Animal Husbandry. Special component
scheme, tribal sub plan and schemes other than tribal area, such schemes are being implemented for individual
benefit schemes. From all these schemes, according to the policy of the Government of Maharashtra, 30%
women will be benefited. The above schemes includes the following issues -

1) Crossbreed heifers/ improved buffalo heifers - financial aids for maintenance.

2) Supply of milch animals units.

3) Feed subsidy for the milch animals.

4) Supply of pullets.

5) Supply of goat units to the scheduled cast women.

After sanction of any one of the above issues (whichever is applicable) to an individual woman, according
to the availability of subsidy, the feed will be supplied OR after receipt of an application, sanction of loan from
the bank, as per the availability of subsidy, within the stipulated period milch animals or goat units will be
supplied.According to the above policy of the Govt. of Maharashtra, from the financial year 2002-03, Govt. has
planned to execute the scheme. Workload summary is given in the statement No. I.

Programme No. 13 - Various Schemes
a) Rashtriya Krishi Vikas Yojana :
"Creation of BSL 111 & BSL 11 Laboratory for Avian Influenza and other Zoonotic Pathogens at Disease
Investigation Section, Aundh, Pune- 67 on Turnkey Basis"

It is an ambitious project of national scale. Through this, the livestock breeders are provided with state of
the art facilities for animal disease diagnosis and animal health check-upwill be available. The Institute of
Disease Investigation has got the status of Western Regional Reference Laboratory at the national level and is
affiliated to 7 State. It will be possible to diagnose the deadly disease of bird flu, glander, lumpy skin Killer
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occurring in the states only in this laboratory. There will be no need to send to the National level laboratory and
the time required for diagnosis will be reduced.

Regional Veterinary Institutes will be able to plan treatment and ancillary disease control measures in time.
Thus, veterinary help is available in less time.This will help to avoid possible loss of livestock. Considering the
outbreak of Lumpy Skin Disease which has occurred on a large scale in the state and other states of the country,
the importance and usefulness of the said project is highlighted. Similarly, experts believe that 71 percent of
human diseases are transmitted from animals. It is very important to complete the construction of the said project
to meet the needs of the state for future animal disease diagnosis.

Construction of biosecurity level 2 biosecurity level 3 laboratory on turn key basis for diagnosis of avian
influenza and other zoonotic animal diseases under National Agricultural Development Scheme Project (Project
Cost Rs.75.612 Crore) the auspicious signature of Hon. Shri. Ajit Pawar, Deputy Chief Minister, Maharashtra
State and Guardian Minister, Pune District has been done on 12 February 2022 and the work is in progress.

Inauguration of the new building of Veterinary Biomaterials Manufacturing Institute Aundh, Pune Bevil
Poultry and Viral Vaccine Manufacturing Laboratory Hon. Shri. Ajit Pawar, Deputy Chief Minister, Maharashtra
State and Guardian Minister, Pune District signed the auspicious hand on 12 February 2022 and preliminary
testing of vaccine production is underway.

Special project to increase milk production in Vidarbha and Marathwada division under National
Agricultural Development Scheme :

1. In the budget speech for the year 2016-17 on 18 March 2016, a program to increase milk production was
announced.

2. The program is implemented by Animal Husbandry Department, National Dairy Development Board and
Mother Dairy Fruits and Vegetables Ltd. (MDF & V)

3. It is being done through * Under the project, a total of 4263 villages in 11 districts namely Akola, Amravati,
Buldhana, Wardha, Nagpur, Chandrapur, Latur, Nanded, Jalna, Yavatmal and Dharashiv are being implemented
and included in the project.

4. Under this scheme, delivery of Artificial Insemination services to doorsteps (In convergence with Improving
A.l. Delivery System of AHD), vaccination development program, supply of quality cattle feed and mineral
mixture, village level veterinary services (a) Preventive Vaccination, (b) Gochid Gomasha Eradication, (c)
Infertility Diagnosis and Treatment camps have been included.

In the villages under the project, under the various schemes of the Department of Animal Husbandry as
follows till the end of March 2023. Artificial Insemination 11,06,155, Infertility 6,85,612 animals, Medication
63,61,332 animals, vaccination 1,86,35,792 work done. Milk collection is going on from 1480 milk collection
centers through National Milk Development Board (Mother Dairy). From 20,201 Milk producer 1,78,683 Lit.
Milk is being collected. The total sanctioned fund of the said project is Rs.174.42 crore, Rs.50.72 crore funds
have been distributed by the end of 30.11.2021 and Rs.32.16 crore funds have been spent.

b) Supply of Milch Animals Unit :

The scheme is implemented with the aim to increase the milk production of the State as well as providing
self-employment & source of income to rural farmers and livestock owners.Under this beneficiaries will be
supplied with a unit of 2 crossbreed/ indiginiousmilch cows.2 milch buffalo. Beneficiaries from general category
will get 50% subsidy of the unit cost whereas beneficiaries belonging to schedule cast and schedule tribe category
will get 75% subsidy of the project cost. Beneficiaries from general category and SC/ ST category will have to
contribute 10% and 5% respectively from their own resources. Remaining 40% & 20% cost respectively will be
made available through bank loan.

c) Semi Stall fed Goat Rearing for Supplementary Source of Income :

The scheme of “Stall Fed Goat Rearing” with the aim to increase meat production and meat by products &
to provide self-employment & source of income to rural farmers and livestock owners. Under this scheme
beneficiaries will be supplied with a unit of 10 Goats & 1 Buck. Beneficiaries from general category will get 50%
subsidy of the unit cost whereas beneficiaries belonging to schedule cast and schedule tribe category will get 75%
subsidy of the project cost. Beneficiaries from general category and SC/ ST category will have to contribute 10%
and 5% respectively from their own resources. Remaining 40% & 20% cost respectively will be made available
through bank loan. In this scheme Osmanabadi and Sangamneri breeds of goat will be supplied to the districts
from western Maharashtra, Marathwada & Khandesh. The breeds which can sustain in the local climatic
condition will be supplied to the districts from Konkan and Vidarbha.
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d) Poultry Farming on contract basis in the State :

There is a large scope for the production of poultry meat in the State. To start the poultry farming “a scheme
of rearing of 1000 broiler birds” is to be implemented during 12th five year plan. Under this scheme beneficiaries
from general category will get 50% subsidy (maximum upto Rs.1,12,500/-) whereas beneficiaries from SC/ ST
category will get 75% subsidy (maximum upto Rs.1,68,750/-) which will be utilized for providing poultry
houses/ cages, equipments and other related items necessary for poultry farming.

e) State of Maharashtra’s Agribusiness Rural Transformation Project (SMART) :

The government of Maharashtra proposes to undertake the project titled “State of Maharashtra’s Agribusiness
Rural transformation Project (SMART)” to support development of inclusive and competitive value
chainsfocusing on small and marginal farmers and agri-enterpreneurs. This would be achieved by expanding
access to new and organized markets for producers and enterprises with complimentary investments in technical
services and risk management capabilities. The project would support in strengthening the continuing market
driven transition, with an expanded private sector role in the production processing, and value addition,
commercialization of crops, and livestock products thereby expanding the market access and supporting
enterprise growth. The project would also extend support for strengething risk mitigation measures including
building capacity of the state to respond to commodity price fluctuations and agriculture sector crises, developing
access to timely information on markets and production trends and enhancing access of producers to financing
and hedging instruments.

Animal Husbandry department is proposed following programme :
1) Livestock :

2) TA support through various research institutes like NRC etc.

8) Training cum exposure visits outside state for goat farmers.
9) Training cum exposure Vvisits outside state for Poultry farmers.
B) Commodity based breeding programme.

f) National Livestock Mission :
Government of India established this mission which includes various schemes for implementation during

12th Five Year Plan. This Mission includes following sub-missions:-

1) Sub-mission on Livestock Development.

2) Sub-mission on Pig Development in North-East Region.

3) Sub-mission on Feed and Fodder Development.

4) Sub-mission on Skill Development, Technology Transfer and Extension.
State Government had formulated State Level Executive Committee and District Livestock Mission Committee
for scrutiny and recommendation to Government of India for sanctions and issued the resolution which includes
objectives of the schemes, July2021 implementing procedure and guidelines.

g) Rashtriya Gokul Mission :
Objectives as below :

1) To undertake Breed Improvement Programme for Indigenous Cattle Breeds so as to improve the genetic
makeup and increase the Indigenous LiveStock.

2) To enhance Milk Production and productivity of Indigenous Bovines.

3) To distribute disease-free high genetic merit Bulls of Indigenous breeds for Natural Service.
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h) Nationwide Artificial Insemination Programme :

Nationwide Artificial Insemination programme (NAIP)/Genetic up-gradation through A.l. with High
Yielding Indigenous Breed (HY1B) Semen launched on 11.09.2019.
Main objective: Genetic improvement and conservation in native cattle breeds e.g. Deoni, Lal Kandhari, Gavlau,
Khillar, Dangi, Gir, Sahiwal, Tharparkar and Rathi etc. NAIP-1V is currently operational and the functioning of
the State of Maharashtra under each round is as follows:

i) Livestock Insurance Scheme :

Livestock Insurance is a centrally sponsored scheme implemented by Maharashtra Livestock Development
Board since 2006-07. The main objective of the scheme is to provide protection to the cattle holders against any
eventual losses due to death animal because of natural calamity, accident or disease. Initially the scheme was
implemented in six districts and was extended 18 districts in 2011. From the year 2014-15 this scheme has been
implemented under National Livestock Mission in all the districts of Maharashtra State.

J) National Programme for Bovine Breeding :

The National Cattle Breeding and Dairy Development Program has been newly launched from 2014-15.
For the said scheme, the Central Government has allocated a total of Rs. 54.38 crore funds have been sanctioned.
The National Cattle and Buffalo Breeding Project is a 100 percent centrally sponsored program for strengthening
and expansion of cattle breeding services, conservation of indigenous breeds and creation of self-employment for
rural youth in Maharashtra Livestock.It is being implemented through Development Board, Nagpur.

k) National Mission on Bovine Productivity (NMBP) :

From the year 2017-18, it was decided to implement the following major projects under the said campaign
as per the guidelines of the Central Government.Below 1 To 4 Scheems comes under Rashtrya Gokul Mission.
1. Pashu Sanjeevani under National Animal Productivity Mission: Under this scheme, it is proposed to tag
cows/males in the state and provide health certificates (NakulaSwasthaPatra) for all animals and upload data of
all animals to the National Database.
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2. Advanced breeding Technology Introduction of Modern Breeding Technologies : The scheme aims to
produce high pedigree and disease-free cows/heifers.Increasing availability includes in vitro fertilization/multiple
ovulations in embryo transfer.

3. “E-Pashudhan Haat” Nakul Prajnan Bajar : The objective of this scheme is to promote the sale and
purchase of animals through e-market between animal breeding organizations and animal rearing farmers in the
country.

4. National Bovine Genomic Centre for Indigenous Breeds (NBGC-IB) : Under this scheme, it is proposed to
establish National Animal Genetic Center for preservation and conservation of pure indigenous cattle/buffalo
breed in the country.

5. Comprehensive Genetic Improvement Programme : Comprehensive support by Govt. Reform Program this
scheme has been approved for implementation from the year 2013-14. Registered cow buffaloes are being
artificially inseminated by artificial insemination in a stable of high pedigree bulls. In this way, efforts are being
made for generation after generation genetic improvement by producing hybrid and indigenous calves from these
high quality cow buffaloes. Calves born so far under the scheme will receive Rs. 5,000/- for 4043 calves making
a total of Rs. 202.15 lakhs has been disbursed as incentive grant to the cattle rearers who have
participated in the scheme.

1) Livestock Health and Disease Control Programme : Government of India has launched “National Animal
Disease Control Programme” an ambitious scheme in September 2019 which envisages controlling Diseases viz.
FMD and Brucellosis through preventive vaccination in first 5 years i.e. 2024-25 and complete eradication in the
successive 5 years till 2030. Also, tagging of cattle, buffaloes as well as sheep & goat population and their
registration on Information Network for Animal Productivity & Health (INAPH) portal developed by National
Dairy Development Board, Anand, Gujrat. This flagship programe has been merged under umbrella scheme
Livestock Health and Disease Control. Under this umbrella scheme Critical Animal Disease Control Programme
(Peste des PetitsRuminanats- Eradication Programme, PPR-EP & Classical Swine Fever Control Programme,
CSF-CP), Establishment and Strengthening of Veterinary Hospitals & Dispensaries (ESVHD)- Mobile
Veterinary Units (MVU), Assistance to States for Control of Animal Diseases (ASCAD) are being implemented
since 2021-22.

Since 2020, a total of three rounds of FMD vaccination have been completed in the state and the second
round of Brucella vaccination is underway in the year 2023-24.

m) Mukhyamantri Pashuswasthya Yojana :

Animal health services such as artificial insemination, treatment, vaccination, surgery, Infertility, pregnancy
diagniosis etc. are regularly provided to livestock in the state through veterinary institutions. However, if the
livestock falls ill, the said livestock has to be taken to the nearest veterinary clinic. Most of the animal owners
cannot afford this financial burden, due to lack of veterinary care, animal death is a financial loss for animal
owners. To increase the capacity of livestock in the state, it is necessary to have good health and for that it is
necessary to provide excellent quality veterinary services. For this, the government has decided to establish a
mobile veterinary Squads under the Chief Minister Animal Health Scheme to deliver veterinary services in the
remote, hilly, tribal-dominated areas of the state as well as in the areas where the number of veterinary clinics is
less compared to the livestock and the communication facilities are inadequate. At present 80 mobile veterinary
Squads equipped under the scheme are functioning at the zonal level. The vehicles are controlled through a
central call center set up in the Animal Husbandry Commissionerate.

These mobile veterinary vehicles are equipped with microscopes for diagnosis, advanced surgical
equipment, equipment for artificial blood, medicine, necropsy and specimen collection along with television and
audio equipment for extension work. From May 2021 to March 2024, as many as 2,30,068 services have been
registered online by farmers/ livestock owners. Actually 1,55,410 online calls have been serviced. In this 37,567
animal husbandry services have been provided to livestock owners at home. From April 2023 to March 2024,
1,19,646 services have been registered online by farmers/ livestock owners. Actually 1,09,768 online calls have
been serviced. In this 20,567 animal husbandry services have been provided to livestock owners at home.
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n) Govardhan Govansh Seva Kendra Scheme :

Ban on slaughter of bovine animals was enacted w.e.f 04.03.2015 vide Maharashtra animal protection
(amendment) act, 1995. Therefore slaughter of bovine bulls which are not useful for farming, draught or breeding
is prohibited. Transport, purchase and sale of these animals for slaughter to other states have been banned too. As
a result, there will be increase in number of unproductive bovine livestock. Govardhan Gonvansh Seva Kendra
scheme is approved by the Government (in all 34 districts except Mumbai city & Mumbai suburban districts) to
protect & accommodate unproductive bovine livestock, care and research on bovine livestock population.

Pursuant to the proposal submitted to the government by the organizations working on animal welfare
across the state to receive subsidy under the said scheme, the government decision dt. As of 31.03.2018, 21
organizations as well as Government Decision as on 04.05.2018, 13 institutes were selected out of total 34
institutes. As two of the 34 institutions refused to accept the grant, 32 institutions were given a one-time payment
of Rs.1 crore subsidy has been granted in phased manner.

Final installment has been disbursed to 5 institutions by 31.03.2023, 4th installment has been distributed
to 14 institutions, 3rd installment has been distributed to 8 institutions, 3 institutes have been disbursed 2nd
installment and 2 institutes have been disbursed 1st installment. Sanctioned grant of Rs.3145.56 lakh out of the
total grant of Rs.2609.51 lakh funds have been disbursed. This scheme Rs. 536.05 lakhs is the liability.

0) Newly Revised “Govardhan Govansh Seva Kendra” Scheme :

Government Resolution Pavia- 2021/ P.N0.356/ Padum-3, dt. As per 17.05.2023 Improved “Govansh
Govardhan Seva Kendra” scheme is being implemented in the state in the year 2023-24. The scheme is being
implemented for 324 talukas, i.e. 1 in each taluka of 34 districts of the state.

Subsidy : Under the scheme Rs.15.00 lakhs for Goshalas having 50 to 100 livestocks, Rs.20.00 lakhs for 101 to
200 livestocks and Rs.25.00 lakhs for Goshalas having more than 200 livestocks.In the first phase 60% and after
the fulfillment of the prescribed criteria 40% in the next phase is coming.

Basic objective of the scheme : To take care of cows, bulls, bullocks and aged cattle that are not/ are suitable for
milk production, agricultural work, animal breeding, carrying of burden. Providing fodder, water and shelter for
such livestock. To implement the fodder production program for fodder required by livestock in Govardhan
Govansh Seva Kendra. Cow urine, dung etc. To encourage/ promote the production of various products,
fertilizers, cow gas and other by-products from Cow urine, dung etc.

The following matters are mandatory for the subsidized Goshalas : To carry out artificial insemination using
bull semen of pure indigenous cow breed in indigenous and village cows belonging to the institution in order to
conserve indigenous cow breeds and increase their number according to the prevailing Pashupaidasi policy of the
state. To make available the male calves produced by artificial insemination as per the demand of Maharashtra
Livestock Development Board for frozen semen laboratory at nominal rate. It will be necessary to castrate the
bull in the organization.

Selection Criteria : The organization should be registered with the Charity Commissioner and should have at
least 3 years of experience in cattle rearing. The organization should have at least 5 acres of land owned or leased
for 30 years for fodder production as well as livestock rearing. The organization should have a working share
capital of at least 10 percent of the total grant sought. The organization should have been audited for the last 3
years. The organization will be bound to enter into an agreement with the Commissioner Animal Husbandry,
Maharashtra State, Pune to carry out cow service/ cow rearing work. The concerned organization must have an
account in a nationalized bank. The institution should be financially capable of paying the expenses of Salary etc.
of employees/ laborers working on the organization.

In this scheme, grants will be paid mainly for the following basic facilities : Construction of new sheds for
livestock, drinking system and well/borewell for availability of water for fodder production, power-driven
kadbakutteri machine for harvesting fodder, for basic facilities like manufacturing plant and sales center etc. of
vermicomposting project from cow urine and cow dung.

Funds : For this scheme in the budget estimate for the year 2023-24 Rs.5300 lakhs has been provided under (10)
(04) Govardhan Govansh Seva (240 D 257) Central (Programme) 33, Financed. With the establishment of the
Maharashtra Goseva Ayog in the state, it is proposed to implement Govardhan cattle scheme through the Ayog.
In order to implement the said scheme, applications were called for by extending the deadline twice till
18.08.2023 after extensive publicity in all the districts. Accordingly, a total of 460 Goshala applications were
received from the state. After examining the said application, a total of 222 eligible Goshala applications in the
state have been submitted to the government in accordance with the following selection process.
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Maharashtra Goseva Ayog :

For conservation, protection and welfare of animals in the state of Maharashtra and to supervise the
institutions working for the same, Maharashtra GosevaAyog Act 2023 has been constituted on 28.04.2023 by
Government notification and Implemented vide notification dated 10.05.2023.

Ayog : By Notification dated 07.07.2023 for the next three years Shri. Shekhar Mundada, Mr. Sunil Suryavanshi,
Mr. Sanjay Bhosle, Dr. Nitin Manmohanrao Markandeya, Shri. Sanat Kumar Gupta, Mr. Uddhav Nerkar, Mr.
Deepak Bhagat are appointed non-governmental member and Mr. Shekhar Mundada is the current Chairperson of
Goseva Ayog. A Board of 22 members has been constituted as "Maharashtra Goseva Aayog" vide notification
dated 01.09.2023 to carry out the notified work. Joint Commissioner Animal Husbandry is the post to act as
Member Secretary of the Commission and 24 other officers/ employees are to be appointed by Government
Currently Accounts Officer Commissioner Office Pune is working as Drawing and Disbursement Officer.
Livestock Development Officer, Clerk, Peon one each have been made available to the Commission on a
temporary basis.

Office : The head quarters of the Ayog has been temporarily established in the office at Commissioner Animal
Husbandry Office, Aundh, Pune- 67 and is functioning.

Functions : To promote conservation, protection and welfare of animals in the state and to register, monitor and
supervise the organizations working for the same. Ensuring protection of animals under existing laws. To ensure
proper management, care and treatment of weak, aged and diseased animals maintained by the registered
institution. To ensure the implementation and monitoring of Maharashtra State Bovine Breeding Policy. To
suggest measures which will help in strengthening financially weak institutions. Providing financial assistance to
institutions. To seek practical assistance in adopting new scientific technologies in coordination with universities/
research institutes for breed improvement, fodder development and industries based on manure, urine and biogas,
etc. To inquire into the complaints in the functioning of the institutions, to review the activities for prevention of
cruelty to animals and the work of District Animal Welfare Society.

Goseva Ayog Fund

Means the fund of the Goseva Ayog into which all money received by the Ayog including Government
grants, registration fees received and donations made by any person/institution shall be deposited. Out of the said
fund, the Ayog will spent as per government financial rules for carrying out the functions directed in the act.
100% State Share (2403 D 496) of Rs.12 Crores has been sanctioned for Year 2023-24.
Rights : In case of violation/ misdemeanor/ disregard of the provisions of the Act, such institution/ person, if
found guilty after giving an opportunity of inquiry and presentation, may be punished with a fine of up to ten
thousand rupees/ recovery of revenue. No claim, suit or legal proceeding shall lie against any member or
officer/employee of the Goseva Ayog for acts done in good faith under this Act.

Maharashtra Public Service Rights Act 2015

The main objective of establishment of Animal Husbandry Department is to improve animal health and
disease control, animal breeding, fodder development, increase the productivity and production of livestock &
poultry. Accordingly increases the income of farmers. Therefore it is necessary to make the various veterinary
services provided by the Animal Husbandry Department is public oriented and get those services in time.
Accordingly under Maharashtra Public Service Rights Act 2015, according to GR No.Kri.v.padum-33030/ 25/
2023/ MAG/ Padum-4 (651306) Dated 09 January 2024. A total of 77 services of Animal Husbandry Department
have been included and those services are being provided offline.

At present, since the portal of Animal Husbandry and Dairy Development Departments is not available.
The process to develop portal is underway. Until the portal is developed, all 77 services are being provided to the
farmers and animal husbandry in offline mode under Maharashtra Public Service Rights Act 2015.

Programme No. 14 - Information Technology

For implementation of e-governance under Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairy Development and
Fisheries, an independent Information Technology Centre (IT Hub) has been set up in the office of the
Commissionerate of Animal Husbandry, Pune vide Govt. Resolution No. Sankirna-1009 / Q. No.1 / IT Cell,
dt.30.09.20009.

The main objectives of IT Hub are as follows :

1. Development of Animal Husbandry related websites and android Applications.
2. Updating Information Technology related knowledge and skills of technical and non-technical
Manpower of Animal Husbandry Department.
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3. To Develop a system for providing technical information (MIS).

4. To prepare comprehensive report for analysis of technical information received from filed
officers from time to time.

5. To develop e-governance / e-office system.

Functions of Information Technology Centre (IT Hub) :

1. All the activities related to smooth functioning of the website of Animal Husbandry Department
(ahd.maharashtra.gov.in) and Maharashtra Livestock Development Board (mldb.maharashtra.gov.in) as well as
the portal of Animal Husbandry Department (ah.maharashtra.gov.in) is regularly carried out by this section.

2. Developers and programmers from government approved companies are appointed in this room for regular
functioning of the said websites.

3. Information on Government resolutions, ongoing Tenders and Quotations is uploaded on the website of the
Department of Animal Husbandry from time to time. All useful information viz. Seniority list, Notifications
about promotions / Examinations etc. for the staff and officers of the department is regularly updated on the
website. Also, useful information for livestock owner’s viz. Vaccination schedule, disease outbreaks, care &
management of animals etc is displayed on website.

4. To perform security audit of all the IT softwares developed by the department.

5. National Digital Livestock Mission (NDLM) :

National Digital Livestock Mission (NDLM) is an ambitious and comprehensive project undertaken by the
Department of Animal Husbandry, Central Government and the National Dairy Development Board for animal
productivity and health. It is a properly designed, farmer centric, unified, country level Information Technology
system based on unique identification of each livestock animal (PashuAadhaar). The main objectives of NDLM
are farmer centric Ecosystem, Breed Improvement Product Traceability and Disease Monitoring and Control. IT
Hub works as an administrative centre to update the information of the officers / staff from time to time, to
provide training to the field officers as and when required as well as to help them to solve the problems
encountered on NDLM system with the guidance of National Dairy Development Board. Bharat Pashudhan App
of NDLM has gone live w.e.f. 7th November 2023 in Maharashtra State. The four main functionalities have been
made available as of now viz. Animal Management, Health, Breeding and Admin. The necessary trainings and
user management have been completed and the system is being used effectively by all field officers.

6. Implementation of e-office system at Commissionerate of Animal Husbandry, Pune-67 :

Government has been putting great emphasis on improving productivity and increased transparency in the
decision making in Governance in the country. The vision of e-Office is to achieve a simplified, responsive,
effective and transparent working of all Government Offices. It helps to enhance transparency, increase
accountability, and assure data security and data integrity. With this aim, implementation of e-office system is
initiated at office of Commissionerate of Animal Husbandry, Pune 67. NIC has developed the system of e-office
for department of Animal Husbandry on the portal mahaeoffice.maharashtra.gov.in. All the pre-requisites for e-
office implementation have been completed viz. preparation of digital signatures for all staff, creating
government email ids and trainings. The system is being effectively implemented in the office presently.

7. Implementation of online process for selection of beneficiaries under Animal Husbandry Schemes :
Under the individual benefit schemes of State Level Innovative Projects and District level schemes of Animal
Husbandry, online software (website and Android app) has been developed to facilitate the selection process of
beneficiaries. This is helping the beneficiary selection process to be simpler and transparent.

8. For conducting tender process through GeM (Government e-Marketplace) portal and for e-office system, the
work of as creating new govt/ nic e-mail is implemented by IT hub.

9. Preparation of Documentation and Data Analysis related to IT hub projects of the department.
